Information on source files for OCR test---Library of Congress—Preservation Reformatting Division

The following is the information on the source files prepared for OCR test for Spalding Baseball Guides:

I. Eight directories and fifty-two images in total.

II. Information on source images in each directory:

A. 600-dpi direct bitonal-scan images:

1. 145172bi (8 files)—directly scanned as bitonal images

B. 600-to600: Bitonal images converted from 600-dpi grayscale images

2. 145_alch (8 files)—Files converted from 600-dpi grayscale to 600-dpi bitonals using Image Althemy

3. 145_phto (8 files)—Files converted from 600-dpi grayscale to 600-dpi bitonals using PhotoShop

4. 172_alch (5 files)—Files converted from 600-dpi grayscale to 600-dpi bitonals using Image Althemy

5. 172_phto (5 files)—Files converted from 600-dpi grayscale to 600-dpi bitonals using PhotoShop

6. 249_alch (5 files)—Files converted from 600-dpi grayscale to 600-dpi bitonals using Image Althemy

7. 249_phto (5 files)—Files converted from 600-dpi grayscale to 600-dpi bitonals using PhotoShop

C. 400-to-600: Bitonal images converted in PhotoShop from 400-dpi grayscale up to 600-dpi bitonal 

8. 145_4pht (8 files)—Files converted from 400-dpi grayscale to 600-dpi bitonal using PhotoShop
Note: Files sitting in directories with the extension _alch are files bitonalized in Image Alchemy.  They are in Motorola byte order with LZW compression.  Somehow when images were converted from grayscale to bitonal using Image Alchemy, a default process would alter the byte order from Intel (PC) to Motorola (Macintosh) byte order and add LZW compression.  We have tried these files, and they all opened in such software applications as PhotoShop and ThumbsPlus in a PC environment without a problem.  Please let us know if they appear to be problematic for OCR.

The PRD contractor has applied “Perfect position de-skew” algorithm to tiles in 249_alch and 249_phto directories during scanning.  This means “de-skew to text/line” happened during scanning.
