This epgraving was made from a plhotosraph of the original
purtrait ot Mr. Dean which hangs in the library of the N. E.
Higtoric Genenlogical Soelety, ar 18 Somerset street, Boston.

He learned the bookbindet’s trade in Poullawd ; enine to Boston
in 1436, and remained here three or fonr yewrs. In 1841 he en-
gaged in the bLookbinding busiziess in Providence, R. 1., ander
the firin style of Dean & Burgess. In 1843 he returued to Bos-
ton and entered into partnership with his Lrother, Jeremial:, nu-
der the style of Dean & Co., us bockbinders, From 1848 to
1439 he ecarried on the business alone. He was, 145! to 1861, with
Wi, Hill, as Dean & Hill; and in 1872 with his. brother as Dean
& Co., in the leather stamping and gilding business. In 1330
Mr. Dean joined the N. E. Histerieal and Genealogical Nociety.
From 1834 to 1843 he resided at Providene:, R. 1., and since
then in Boston and vieinity. Ile was the prinepal founder of
the Historieal Magazine, and he edited the fitat volome of it and
part of the second. Then it .was removed to New York eity.
Some of his works are: 1, The Dean Genealogy written in con-
nection with W. R, Deane, 1848 2, D.claration of Remarkubles
in the Life of John Dune, 1854; 3, The Kingsbury Genealugy,
18589 ; 4, Memoiv of Michael Wigglesworth, 18635 5, Brief His-
tory of the New LEngland Historienl and (renealogical Register;
18665 6, Memoir of (xiles Fivmin, 1866; 7, Embaveation of
Cromwell, 1868 ; 8, Memoir of Rev. Nathaniel C. Waurd, 1365, He
has prepared and seeu through the press, seveuleen, pamphiets of
sketehes, memorial aird historical ; wlgo, six volumes of historieal
matter, edited hy himself. To these should be added maany pam-
phlets of valnable genealogical compilations. He wrote the His-
tory of the-Gerrymander, 1892.%

In May, 1870, Me. Dean was cbosen president of the Prinee
Society, of which he was one of the foundevs, sueceeding Mr.
Samuel G. Drake, who had held the office from the formaiioh of
the society, in 1848, He was recording secretary of the Ameri-
can Statistieal Assceiation from 1360 to 1872 ‘corresponding
secretary of the Prince Society, 1848 to 1863 vice-president of
same, 1863 to 187¢; president from 1870 to 1880, and viee-presi-
dent from 1880 to present time; treasurer of N. F. Historic
Genealogieal Sncioty, 1855 to 1857, vecording secretary, (857
and !838; co.responding secretary, 18549 to 1842; and librarian,
1872 to 18%_, and still is [ibrarian. He waos justice of the peacs
