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George Biddings (No. 324), an early inhabitant of Ipswich, Mass., was from St.
Albans, Hertfordshire, England.

Lieut.John Biddings (No. 162) was born in 1639 and died March 3, 1691. He was
Lieutenant of militia.

Thomas Hammond (No. 990) of Newton, had daughter Elizabeth who married
Aug. 17, 1659 George Woodward (No. 494).

WilliamHersey (No. 852) came to New England in 1G35 and located at Hingham.
The name of his wife was Elizabeth.

WilliamHersey (No. 426) probably came over with his parents. He had a second
wifenamed Ruhamah.

William Billiard (No. 438) was an early resident of Boston, and later removed
to Hingham.

Edmund Hobart (No. 3446 and 880) arrived from Hingham, Eng. in 1633 and
went to Charlestown, Mass. He was Rep. to the Gen. Court 1639-40 and 1642. His wife
was Margaret Dewey, and two of their children were Nazareth Hobart (No. 1723) who
married John Beal and Peter Hobart (No. 440) who married Rebecca Ibrook. John and
Nazareth (Hobart) Beal had daughter Sarah Leal (No. 861) who married Thomas Marsh
and had son Thomas Marsh (No. 430).

Peter Hobart (No. 440) born in Hingham, Eng. and baptized there Oct 13, 1604,
was educated at Magdalen College, Cambridge, receiving the A. B. degree in 1625 and
the A. M.in 1G29. His second wife was Rebecca Ibrook, daughter of Richard. He came
with wife and four children to Charlestown in June, 1635, and settled in Hingham the
following September.

Lieut David Hobart (No. 220) was Rep. at the Gen Court for eight years, was
deacon of the church and was a tanner.

Rev. Nehemiah Hobart (No. 110) graduated from Harvard in 1714, and for eigh-

teen years was pastor of the Second Church at Hingham.

Edward Holyoke (No. 826) was of Lynn, Mass, in 1C37 and was from Tamworth,
England. He died May 4, 1660, and had daughter Mary who married John Tuttle of
Boston. His wife was Prudence Stockton, daughter of John from Leicestershire, Eng.

Nicholas Jacob (No. 888) "withhis wife and two children and their cosen Thomas
Lincoln, weaver, came from old Hingham and settled in this Hingham, 1633." He was
Hep. to the Gen. Court 1648-9.

Thomas Jossejyn (No. 706) was an early settler of Hingham and married Re-
becca.

Ensign Joseph Joy (No. 420) appears to have done military service and was a
resident of Hingham, Mass.

William Lane (No. 1716) came from the western part of England to Dorchester,
Mass, before 1635.

George Lane (No. 858) was one of the early planters of Hingham. His wife's

name was Sarah, and his daughter Sarah married Lieut. James Lewis (No. 428).

Edward LarUn (No. 318) was of Charlestown in 1638. His wife was Joan or
Joanna.
