The Garage is located at 2012 W. Illinois Ave., northeast of the Spangerberger Farmstead 
residence and tool sheds, northwest of the barn, and southwest of the pole building, South 
Hutchinson Vicinity, Reno County, Kansas.

Vacant Garage 

The garage contributes to the historic character of the George Spangerberger Farmstead. 

The George Spangerberger Farmstead garage is clustered with the pole building and barn in 
the northeast comer of the farm complex. These three buildings are separated from the 
cluster near the main residence by distance and the driveway. The garage is located 164' 
northeast of the residence and 122' northeast of the east tool shed. It is situated 55' 
northwest of the barn and 10' southwest of the pole building. 

The one-story, clapboard-clad garage, which has comer boards on the south facade, has an 
asphalt shingled, gabled roof, and shed roof bays to the north and south. It has a southern 
orientation with horizontal, sliding garage doors of braced vertical boards. The center 
section of the garage measures approximately 20' wide x 24' long, with space for two 
vehicles. This section of the structure has a poured concrete floor. The two sliding doors in 
the south garage facade are each about 7'-6" wide. Two fixed four-light windows are 
centered in the north garage wall. There is a single small, fixed, four-light window near the 
north end of the east wall, and a sliding door near the north end of the west wall of the 
garage. This window and door each open into pole shed constructed lean-to wings. Each of 
the garage wings measures approximately 11 '-6" wide x 24'-0" long. These metal-clad 
wings are attached to the east and west facades of the garage building and open to the south. 
The two garage lean-to wings both have shed roofs, dirt floors, and no doors or windows. 

The garage was built ca. 1912. It was shown on the ca. 1952 aerial photograph without the 
east and west pole shed additions. These attached wings, which were used for equipment 
storage, were added ca. 1960. The George Spangerberger Farmstead, Garage is in good 
condition.
