The Benjamin Pickman House is no longer extant. It was located at latitude:
42.521776, longitude: -70.892922. The coordinate was obtained using Google
Earth on 12 December 2013. The coordinate’s datum is WGS84. There are no
restrictions on its release to the public.

Project Information:

This project was an early survey began by the Historic American Buildings Survey during the
1930s. The project was never completed. In 2013, HABS made the decision to transmit the
unfinished materials from the 1930s to the Library of Congress due to the information potential
of the documentation, and the fact that many of the unfinished drawings from this period
document important historic properties, many of which are no longer extant. The Benjamin
Pickman House was demolished in the 1940s.

These 6 sheets are an addendum to the 4 existing drawings for this survey. Due to the incomplete
nature of the documentation and the lack of field measurements to verify the drawings, the
drawings may not meet HABS standards and have been marked as such. Most of these drawings
are still in pencil, that combined with the age of the drawings, presented challenges when
digitizing them, so the scanned images are not as clear as most of the drawings within the
collection.
