It was
constructed of Vermont marble, with a classical entablature, Tonic
columnsg, and erched windows with fan lights.

5. Alterations & acditions: Apn addition was built onto the rear
in the eaviy 1930 °'s and the interior was redesigned in 1967.
The 1957 renffovation architect was John H. Fisher.

B. Historiecal Content

The bBuilding was constructed in 1910 as a U.5. Post 0ffice,

At the time 1t was built it featured the first revolving door in

the City of Pittsfield. Much of the interior mahogany is still
visible, although some of it was painted during the 1967 regﬂbvation.
