The present building
was built on the site of a former storehouse
which either burned or was demolished betwesn
the dates of 1842 and 1853,

The inside chimney 1s original but a fireplace
was added in 1933, at the time the building was
ponverted for use as an apartment. The cld steep
stairway with its walnut rail and the extremsly
wide boards of the second floor are interesting.
