(I) Dr. Elias Boudinot, born in Philadelphla 2 May
1740, descendant of Hugienot ancestors. After com-
pleting a course of classloal preparation, he gtud-
ied law with Richard Stockton, a member of the first
Congress, and whose slgter he afterwards married. ‘
When admitted to the bar, he gelected this town for
his residence, snd lived several years in the old
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building, now almosgt in rulns, and known ag the
Whitlock House, in Meadow Street, next south of i -
the residence of Mr. James ¢, Nuttman. {FRev. Niche-
olas Murray, Notes Historical snd Bilographical con-
cerning Elizabeth-town, I844, reprint 1941, p. III.)

(2) The Hon. Elias Boudinot was born at Philadelphia,
April 2T (old style) I740, studled law wilth his bro-
therwin-law Rlchard Stockton, Esq., at Frinceton, was
licensed 1n November I760 and coummenced practlice in
this town. He married Aprll 2I, I762, Hanneh, sister
of Ricllard Stockton. He resided first in s smaller
and then in a larger house on Jersgey Street, both of
which he bought of Alderman Woodruff or hlg heirs, in
the latter of which Mr. Woodruff lived until his de-
cease.

on or before I0 March I7?8%5 to Dr. George Pugh at which date
it was occupied by one Silas Halsey as tenant, recovered and
gold it to Col. Ephraim L. Whitlock on or before I1II February
1804, we proceed to investigate the statement of the Rev. E.
F.Hatfield in I888 that Boudinot resided secondly "In a larger
houge on Jersey Street, bothh of which he DOUght of Alderman

*larger house" to Boudilnot appears on record, unfortunately

The bond given by Elizabeth Woodrufl, widow of Samuel
Woodruff Esqg., deceaged (intestate), Benjamin Woodruff minis-
tar of the Gégpel, Joseph Woodruff merchant, and Isaac Woodruff
Esq., all of the Borough of Elizabeth in the County of Eggex,
Province of New Jersey, as administrators upon the estate of
"The Honorable SBamuel Woodruff Esq., of the Borough,cCounty:.-
and-Province aforesald, deceased", was dated IS August I768. (e)
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(e) Samuel Woodruff Esqg. dled in Elizabeth IO Aug. I788 and
wag buried II Aug. in the First Presgbyterian Ch. there per ob-
ltuary notice; gravestone not found; a son of Joseph Woodruff
who died 25 Sept. I746 aged 72 per gravestone in sszid chyd.

He was extengively engaged in merchandise, trading to the West
Indies, one of the most influentlal clitizens of Elizabeth, mem-
ber of the Provincisl Council I757-88, named one of Common
Council in the flrst charter of the Borough of Elizabeth dated
8 Feb, I739/40, later an Alderman, and the Mayor 1751~-59, pres-
ident of Trustees of First Presb. Ch. I758-65, Ruling Elder of
game 1785, a truatee of Colleke of W.J. I749-88 (of which his
song Benjamin and Joseph were graduates in class of I753). By
hisg wife Elizabeth Odgen, who survived him, Samuel Woodruff had
isgsue viz.

In his wlll dated 8 February I760 and proved I0 days later,
Jogeph Woodruff Jr. of the Borough of Elizabeth, merchant, above-
named, devised 500 poands to his wife Rebeckah upon her releasing
her dower rights in hls estate, and the balance of the estate to
hig son Hunloke Woodruff, all to be sold in the event of hls death
under age.

Jogseph Weodruff Jr., born about I734 in Elizabeth, N.J., died
there in Feb. 1769, merchant, son of the Hon. Samuel Woodruff,
and was buried in Ist. Presb. Chyd. there. He received his degrees
of B.A. from the College of N.J. I753 and M.A., I?58. He married
Igt. Ann Hunloke who died 28 June I757 in 25rd yr. per gravestone,
dau. of Capt. John Hunloke of Elizabeth, and had an only child,
Hunloke Woodruff, born 23 Oct. 1784, who was a student at the
College of N.J. {Princeton Univ.) in I78% but did not graduate
there, and who died 4 July I8II in Albany, N.Y., having married
I8 May 1779 Maria Lansing, dau. of Col. Jacob Lansing of that
city, and had issue. Hunloke Woodruff gtudled medicine under
Dr. Malachi Treat in N.Y.C. and served as Surgeon in 3rd Regt.
New York during the Revoluthonary War. Joseph Woodruff Jr. mar-
ried 2ndly Bebeckah ....... who gsurvived him. (General Catalogue
of Princeton Univerdity I746-I008.

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In the. same advertigement was offered "To be let and ent-
ered upon immediately, the dwelling house late of the Hon,
Samuel Woodruff Esq., deceased, at Elizabeth Town in New Je®-
sey. 7Thip ig & very Lﬁ;gg_gg@_ﬁgg@gggely finlisghed houge, with
Lwo wings,, % two storiesg hl and hag four large rooms
on a floor, with & back piazza of the lengih of the house. The
wingg are algo two sgtories high having several commedious

apertments; the lot contains aboul three acres, on which are
several convenlient out-bulldings, and a capacious well-ingloged
garden wlth a small orchard behind it. The whole 1in the best
repair."

But the egtate of Joseph Woodruff Jr. inherited from his
father, Seamuel Woodruff Esq., both belng deceased, became in-
solvent, and the house was gelzed by the Sheriff as follows :

The above Bwelling
Houge is two stories high, with four large roomg and a twelve
ffot entry on a floor, all genteely finighed, &and a cellar un-~
der the whole. There are algo twc large wings, two storleg
high, and well-finlghed. On the premlases are a Barn, Stable,
Coach House, Cow House and a garden containing about two acres
of land, with a very fime agsdériment of fruit trees and an as-
paragus bed of near & quarter of an acre.

In the same 1ssue of the CGazette, ithe exeoutors of the
estate of Joseph Woodruff Jr., deceassed, announced that "There
will be exposed to sale at the same time by the subscribers,

2 large House and Lot in Elilzabeth Town, near Robert Odgen's
Egq., in which Joseph Woodruff Jr., deceaged, lately lived.
Also a lot of land near the same, lying on Elizabeth River,
contalning about one acre, in which are two small tenements
and a very convenilent dock. Also a lot of galt meadow lylng
in Elizabeth Town Great Meadows, near the upland, containing
about four acreg.'

In the 4 May I772 1ssue of The New York Gazette and Week-
ly Mercury, it was stated that "The vendue of the real egtate
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of the late Joseph Woodruff Jr. of Elizabeth Town came on the
28th ult. when the several housee and lots, which are among
the best and mogt conveniently situasted in the place, were
put up to sale, but very few bidders appearing, the vendue was
adjourned untll tomorrow the $Bth of May, when those fine hous-
eg and lots will be peremptorilly sold to the highest bidder
without further adjournment. All gentlemsn who incline either
to double their money or deslre to become proprietors of pleas-
ant country seats, will give their attendance at 2 O'olock
afternoon.® (Abstracts from Newspapers reprinted in N.J, Arch-
ives, Ist. series, vol. XXVIII, I3I.)

Eliag Boudinot, born May 2, K740, dled Octobery 24, I82I,
fourth of same name in descent from Elias Boudinot ( a pros-
erous merchant, elder of the Reformed Church, Seigneur de
Cressy, who want from that place in France to London and
thence to New York in I887 and bought extenslve tracts in
Bergen County, N.J., and died in Néw York I702), was a son
of Eliag Boudinot 3rd., a silversmith at Princeton, Postmas-
ter at Trenton I757, who died 4 July I770 aged 63 according
to his gravegtone In the First Pregbyterian Churchyard at
Elizabeth, New Jergey, and hig wife Catherine Williams of
Antigua, Britigh West Indles, who dled Ist November I785
aged 51 years.

The abovesald Ellas Boudinot 4th, born at Philadelphia,
was licensed an abtorney-at-law Iin 1780, sergeant-at~law 1770,
after recelvihg a clagsimal academy editcation and studying
law with the Hon. Richard Stockton of Princeton (who was a
slgner of the Declaration of Independence I778) whose sisgter
Hannah Stockton he married on 21 April 1762, and whose wife
Annis was Boudinot's gister. The interesgts of two wealthy
and prominent families of New Jersey were thus unlted.

He gsettled in Elizabeth about I78I-82¥%, posesibly influenced
by the fact that his paternal aunts were Mary, wife of the Hon,
John Chetwood, a Justice of the Supreme Court, and Jane, wife
of the Rev, Thomas B. Chandler, rector of St. John's Church,
all of that place. (1) He purchased from the Mayor, Samuel
Woodruff Esq., & one~acre lot and house on the east side of
Meadow Street there {site of Winfield Public School on Madison
Ave,) by deed of 22 July I783 and occupied it during the gev~
eral years until removal to s farm near Basking Ridge in I777.

Eliag Boudinot served as president of the Board of Trustees
of the First Presbyterian Church of Elizabeth from 23 Decen-
ber I785 to 2I December I787.. He became a leader in hig pro-
fession and recelved an honorary degree of Doctor of Lawg from
Yale College in I790. He was a trustee of the College of Wew
Jersey {Princeton Univereity) from I772 until Pig death 1ia
I82I. On II June 1774 he became & member of the Committee of
Correspondence for Essex County, the organized movement for
reslstance to Britlsgh oppression in tne Colonies. In March I?75
he and William Livingston hurrled the New Jersey Assembly into
approving the proceedings of the First Continental Congress.

May I?777 was commlissioned to the limphrtant post of Commissary-
‘General of Prisoners by the Congress. On 20 November in the
game year, he was elected a delegate to Congress from New Jer-
sey and re-elected therseto until I784, serving as president
of that body from 4 November I782 and having soted asg the
gecretary of foreign affairs thereof from I8 June previous.

He served on more than thirty committees of Congress, usually
asg chalrman. As presldent of Congress, he signed the trkatlies
of peace with Great Britain in I783 and of allliance with the
King of France. He presided at the session of Congress held
in Nassau Hall, Princeton College,at which General Washington
wag tendered the official thanks for his services "In estab-
lisghing the freedom and independence of your country.® In this
capacity of president of the Continental Congress, Boudinot
was the chief executive of the United 8tatedrin Congress ass-
embled, at a time previous to the adoption of the Consgtltution.

As a gtrong Federalist ln politles, Boudlnot influenced
New Jersgay to ratufﬁ the natlonal Constltutlon, and was elect-
ed to the House of fepresentatives in the first, second, and
third sessicns of the United States Congress.

We have been unable to dlscover the source of the account
of General Washlngton belng entertained "At luncheon® in this
Boudinot Manslon on 23 April I789, on the way to hils inaugura -
tion in New York City as President of the United States of Am-
erlca, and must accordingly hold the modern writers of such an
occaslon resgponsible for the facts. Washington's diaries from
I748 to 1799 have been published in I625, but the manusecript
for the period 3 February to 30 October 1789 had. long been lost.

The earllest published mention of suoh an entertainment ap-
peared in The Magazine of Ameriocan History, in 1889 (vol. XXI,
365,) entitled #Washington®s Historic Luncheon in Elizabeth“
written by Mrs. Martha J. “amb, Thie is a romantic story *, with~
out any references to source materlial being eited, and it is il-
lustrated by a sketch purporting to show the Boudinot House as
1t appeared Dbefore the deplorable remodelllng some I9 years
previous. Quite evldently the un-named artist never saw the
orlginsl houge, for he shows no legs than twelve windows in the
end wall, a gambrel-type roof, and four puny chimnies, none of
which features are warranted by an architectural knowledge and
exanination of the house's fabric. The two lateral wings which
are described in the advertilsements of 1lts sale in 1768 and I?72
(gee page 8) are not even suggested in this drawing which has
accordlingly misgulded many by its reproductlon In accounts of
this house isgued since 1882 and as late as ID286.

In March I842, the restoration of the house by removal
of the third and fourth storles which had been superimposed
upon the venerable structire in I870 tc transgform it into a
boarding-house was undertaken by the custodians, The Commis-
gion on Historie 8ites, usging the skilled labor supplied by
the Work ProJjects Administration to execute the work required
by the drawings prepared by The Fletorde American Bulldings
Survey, Herbert N. Moffett, Archt., State Supervigor., The
Survey hag previously nade messured drawings of the structure
aa one of 800 selected examples of bulldings of hisftoric and
arciitectural value in Wew Jersey; these have been deposited
in the Library of Congregsg, with blueprints thereof in the
State Library at Trenton.

wall of the rear parlor,by removal of plaster. abd modernilath
@f the recess at the right side of the fireplace, &8s algo the
exlstence of second-hand pleces of wood {bageboard trim) used
as scantling to which the shlingles were nalled to form the oubw
slde covering of the wall just above that door,1in the second
story, are indicatlons of a wing having formerly extended from
that wegt end wall of the exlisting housge. Excavations 1n the
alley at each end of the house were not ma&ade, as would be nec—
essary to trace probable foundations of the former wings there.

Whth these two wings, the housge could well have accommodated
Miss Spalding's Female Seminary, ag it is known to have done
in 1844-1854. These probably still existed in 1889 when the
owner, Capt. Willlam C. DeHart 2nd. occupied the house, for
the kisdthen cannot be found in the remsining central unit.

It is apparent that these wings were demolished in I869-1870,
when he erected the houses g0 close on elther sgidé of the re-
maining unit. Evidently &lso at that time, he added the two-
story rear sgervice wing and superimposed two stories on the
old house, for 1t was listed ln the City Directory of I87I es
Miss Sally Palmer's boarding-house, and with the name *Boxwood
Hall® added to her listing in I877. In conflrmation of this
remodelling of the house, we are informed by an offiobal of
The Home for Aged Women that these two upper stories existed
when the property wasg acquired by the Home in I883.

Upon removal of the lath and plaster from the end wallg
of the fourth story, the original chimnieg were revealed ,
and marked upon their faces by black tar roofing cement were
the sloping linesg of the former gable roof. A cord stretched
along these reached the old plate of the front and rear wallsg,
and the new rafters were accordingly get in that exact position.
Thiks reproduced gable roof wssg erected inside the shell of the
third and fourth storles before complete demolishion of those
gtorles exposed it to viaew, In this way the old house was
never roofless and exposed to railn durlng the reconstruction.

The rafters and celling Jolsts of the piazza which extended
along the rear of the house, up to the kitchen wing, were found
to be of obviously later date than the house., During the re-
moval of the poroh roofing, the entire structure collapsed ,
revesling between its roof and celling the red--painted shingles
of the house wall in contragt to the drab color later applied
over the exposed shingles. The fact that this porch roof was
thus revealed as having been nalled to the face of the shingles
instead of into the structure of the wall proved that it was
of later orilgin.

Upn removal of the rear kitchen wing, the plaster on
the outside of what had once been the rear wall of the rear
dining room was teken off to be replaced with shingles. In
doing this, an original window frame wag discovered still in
position in the wall and 1s now restored to view with replios
small-paned glass lights as in all other windows of the house.

B
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In the main parlor, the front two windowsg and the third
In the left-hand recess beslde the fireplece were found to be
of sasgh-welght condtructlon and with woodwork trim obviously
of the pericd I880-1870. They were longer than those in the
story above {(which are certainly original) and not set direct-
ly under:them as they should be. These windows were accord-
ingly removed and replaced by repllcas of those original ones
remainling above them. The tdird window, in the end wall of
that room, with its deligately molded flaring Jambs on the
interior, balanced by a2 similerly¥ recegsed mirror at the right
gide of the fireplace, were llkewlse condemned. In removing
thelr interlor wood trim further evidenoe that they were not
originak was dliscovered in wall-paper of the period 1825-1I840
remaining under that trlm, and the eeldence of lath and plaster
having been sawed through ffom celling to floor in order to
ingert the window and mirror receass. Wall-papering in the
other rooms was obBwiously modern and has been removed with
the wooden picture~-rail from the cornlce. Fragments of a wall-
paper of early style were found in removing the partition
which had been installed in I870 to form a small room &t the
front of the second story hall, where the studding had been
get agalnsgt the papered 2ld side walls.

In the other front room, that sevidently called the Crimson
Rocm in the inventory of the personal estmte of Jogeph Woodruff
In I766, the dining-room according to the furniture describded
thereln, nothing of the original woodwork was found remalning
except parts of the panelled dado and the door-frame, even the
door having been removed. The mentel and the dellicsately bulging
pllasters of the arched alcove at elther slde of 1t, are evident-
ly of early Ioth century origln, but have been retained as hav-
ing been assocliated with General Jonathan Dayton's occupancy
of the housge, IB800-1824. Regtoration in this room has been
limited to reproduction of the original widdows with thelr sash
and tris in hammony with the old ones existing sbove, closing
the twelve~feet wide archway whlch had been cut to throw the
front and rear rocms into one large dining room, supposedly in
the remodelling of I870, and patching out the woodwork dado. The
plaln wood cornlce was removed as not belng original.

1ginal closets had been removed when a window at the left hand
and a bath-room at the right hand of the fireplace were inserted
in I870. A1l window shutters are reproductions; none having
