Gil Smith of Patchogue, NY was one of the most prolific boat designers
and builders on Long Island, perhaps crafting more than four hundred
small boats from 1876 to 1936. Primarily building shallow draft
centerboard catboats, Gil Smith developed designs that were especially
well-suited to the Great South Bay. The boats were of light
construction, and had elegant shapes with “tumblehome” in the stern.
Pauline is one of the finest sloops designed and built by Smith. For

The boat was built of wood using the following species:
Keel/Deadwood — long-leaf yellow pine

Frames — white oak

Sheer Plank/Clamps — old growth long-leaf yellow pine
Planking — Port Orford cedar

Ceiling Planks - cedar

Centerboard Trunk/Transom/Posts — black locust
Centerboard — long-leaf yellow pine

Decking — strip-laid Port Orford cedar bounded by covering boards of wild black cherry (King Planks
were wild cherry)

Cockpit Framing — old growth long-leaf yellow pine
Interior Trim/Coaming — wild cherry

Spars — Douglas fir (hollow mast)
