The houae sets o the ide of a hill,
Wivh the site perellel Wit Lire woed 10 Lo eRCL UTCMNy &u right
angles away from the road. It is = bLOIy and & half houue partially
biddern oy fawit trecs., Ils leiwih iy Z3'-4", the width is 26'~9", and
the height grede 1o vesk 28'-77, The fowwetion lu ol rubble stone,
higsher in frowmt thul et the rewr of the honse. The steps at the
front eritresxnce are missing, & sitone 1o dmbedcea in the ground at the
back entrance., Shere are three windove irn the frori eleve ition, nire
windows in all on the first floor, esch of tvwo irrepular sesh, the

The Goor is peneled with two long panels &t the top snd
two short panels at the ovottom., The sill is of wood, as are also
the window sill®, The resr door and ali of the insice c¢oors heve
two long perele, fShe friewe i¢ ortererted vith moulcings. The '
roor ic covereo with neclerr, stincing ceam tin, The chinXeye are
simwple vrice chimneye vith a ore brick cip. The ceivice heo &
moulding trim with & return. The gecond floor windowg are of
two sash with six lights ewch.

The first flooxr has « living room, dinirg room, kitchen
ardé storage space, There is nc flooring ir i1he storage roon,
‘I' Just the house joists., The space benesth being used {orxr storing

fuel, ete., The stairvey to the secont floar fu from the wizing
room, and the stairway to the cellier opens into the Kiicher,

Fotk are ernclosed gteirveys. Rerdor widith floor beardy ere
used, Stalrs heve 9" trecds, 8" risers, and there are 1o risers.

The Living room heo a pauelid ceiling that is worthy of
notice., It is paneled in square penels b 2/4Y by b 2/4" squere and
recessed svout 1/&%, This room elsc heo a weirscoling 2'-7 1/z"
nigh, with horizontsl panelg, The seccnd floor has &8 large bedroom
seclea 1r 1" pine bosrde, & storege room and axn elclosed stelr and
hell. The storsge voom is uwnfindished. The chimreys rest on
brecgets Live feet eabove the second floor. Vinite pine woold is
used.

It is the intention of iy, Lindsay to meke & few needed _
repairs to the Chevalier House ardé to contirue to heve 1t occupied.
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
