2. Condition of Fabric: The outbuilding is in poor condition. 

B. Description of Exterior: 

1. Overall Dimensions: The shed measures 6'-7" in width and 6'-
8" in depth.

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3. Walls: The north and east walls are covered in vee groove 
metal and the west wall is corrugated metal. 

4. Structural System, Framing: The shed is of pole frame 
construction. 

5. Openings: The south side of the shed is open. 

6. Roof: The shed roof has a slope of 2 in 1 2 and is covered in 
vee groove metal.
