This structure was owned in the late eighteenth century by Dennis
Ramsay, son of William, Both Ramsays served Alexandria in the capacity
of Mayor and both officially addressed George Washington, the father
in 1781 following Yorktown, and the son in 1789 as the General paused
on his way to New York to be inaugurated.

The Dennis Ramsay House exhibits some of the widest ship-lap
weather boarding in town.
