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HISTORIC AMERICAN BUILDINGS SURVEY
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History and Description:

The pumphouse (Feature I, see Photos WY-112-TI-1 to WY-112~I-2)
is a small rectangular-shaped one-story wood frame building (10’7"
N-5 x 8’9" E-W) with a gable roof covered with wood shingles. The
exterior walls are covered with stucco painted white. The bullding
rests directly on the ground. It has a single wood door in the
east elevation. The interior has a wood floor with a trap door.
Beneath the trap door is a rock-lined cistern or well. At a later
date a pressurlzed water tank and electric pump were added to the
building, which is wired for electricity. Records in the Campbell
County Tax Assessor’s Office state that this building was
constructed in 1944, but it appears to be contemporary with the
other 1920s5-1930s area buildings. [1]
