1)  Man and woman speaking; then man speaks about farm animals he has owned; experience with witch doctor; talking with someone in town

2)  Man (same as #1) sings a song learned from his father-in-law: “Lord Thomas was a gay young man...” (This may be Child ballad #73, “Lord Thomas and Fair Annet.”)

3)  Man continues song begun in #2

4)  The song from #2 and #3 is continued

5)  Man and woman speak, then man continues the same song

6)  Man sings “The Butcher Boy”

7)  Man sings “I put on board a ... train”

8)  Man continues song in #7

9)  Man sings “My hair was once black, but it’s all turned gray...”

10)  Man speaks a few words, then sings “Katerina, Katerina, come sit by my side....”

11)  Man speaks with another man (possibly Don Yoder)
