PREFACE

The compilation of this book was undertaken at the urgent
requests of many who have made the trip and know what a
truly delightful one it is; also requests were received from
summer residents owning cottages bordering on many of
the pretty lakes that can be reached by following the direc-
tions given.

The trip to Lake Geneva and Beloit is truly delightful.
If a shorter trip is desired, one from Chicago to Fox Lalke,
Pistakee Lake, Loon Lake (Antioch), Lake Villa, Bangs
Lake (Wauconda), or McHenry on the Fox River, will be
found a very enjoyable one, that can be made in one day,
up and back.

There are various ways of reaching Lake Geneva, but
none better than the route given. The others were tried,
but the routes selected are the best, all weather conditions
considered.

The roads given are principally gravel, but well worked
and high enough for proper drainage. The time required to
make the run from Chicago to Lake Geneva, including
reasonable stops, is six hours. The entire route passes
through a rich dairy farming country, well wooded and
slightly rolling. There are no really bad hills and few rail-
road crossings. The towns are old and some not even on a
railroad line. The route lies in four counties; after leaving
Cook, you pass into Lake and McHenry counties to Walworth
County, Wis.

Lake Geneva and Delavan Lake are in Walworth County,
Wis.; Beloit in Rock County, on the border line of Winne-
bago County, I11.
