INTRODUCTION.


ANearnest desire to know something of his ancestors, 

their nativity, branching and history, led the writer, 

while yet within the borders of youth, to begin a 
course of inquiry thereto which has culminated in the 
present volume. 

The object at first,was simply for personal gratification, 
the result of a reverence for the venerable forefathers who 
had lived,had their being; passing down the stream of time, 

to that limit from whence no voyager returns. 

As the researches brought to light much that was 
deemed interesting and worthy of preserving, it was finally 
concluded to group, as near as possible, the descendants 
of the progenator who heads our records, into one family 
and give to the press for the benefit of whom itmight 
concern. 

The compiler felt unfitted for a work which has 

usually fallen to men of letters, inaddition, his remoteness 
from the land of his fore-bears, the great libraries and 
sources of genealogical information, and having pursued the 
subject entirely within the bounds of his native state, 
through the medium of the pen alone, made the work inno 

small degree tedious and a littlehopeless of final success. 
Besides, as no other person, to his knowledge, was 

making an effort to trace the name inall its divergencies, it 
seemed incumbent upon him to search out the hidden and 
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obscure records of generations dead and living. This vol­
ume is therefore sent out upon its mission, with the prayer 
that whoever reads itmay be benefited. The desire is that 
its pages may awaken a deeper interest in the subject of 
Ancestry, a subject that too many regard lightly or know 
very littleabout. The beast of the field may have no con­
ception of its own descent, but man, who rules over the 
animal creation, and of whose pedigree he manifests a con­
cern not unreasonable, should certainly have a deeper in­
terest in questions relating to hl§ own and his children's 
lineage and the many important facts derived therefrom. 
If therefore a perusal of the following records shall be the 
means of lifting to higher and nobler deeds ;if it assist in 
any measure to a humble and wisely spent life, and the 
acquisition of the moral and Christian principles that stand 
out so clearly in the lives of many who have passed from the 
stage of action to unmarked graves, the author willfeel 
that his efforts have not been in vain. The amount of time 
and labor required to produce this little volume, willscarcely 

receive a just estimation by those not having engaged in a — 
similar undertaking. Records of various kinds church» 
state, county, historical, biographical and genealogical must 

be called into support ;thousands of inquiries sent to every 
nook and corner where promise of information was appar­" " 
ent, and even the cities of the dead have been impor­

tuned for light. These all have required close examination 
and sifting, that the essential facts only be retained. Errors, 
the result ofmisinformation, orcontradictory statements, and 
typographical, doubtless occur, however, the utmost dili­
gence has been exercised to glean all the important facts 
relating to the numerous lines, and gladly would more have 
been added had the correspondents from whom we have 
largely drawn, seen proper to offer it. We would not weary 

the reader with a detailed account of years of wearisome 
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labor, intervals of interruption, when hope for success was 
almost abandoned, and then recurring periods of delightful 
progress. 

Thanks are due to all those who have given aid, and 
obligations are hereby acknowledged to Elizabeth H. 
Atkinson, (deceased), of Wrightstown, Pa., Mary B. 
Twining, of New Boston, Mass., Prof. E. H. Twining, of 
New York City, and Josiah Paine, Esq., of Harwich, 
Mass., without whose assistance there would have been 
seeming failure. 

We have been content to confine our investigations 
almost exclusively to the first American Ancestor and his 
numerous descent, widely scattered over the northern por­
tion of the United States, as far west as the Pacific ocean. 
Itwould be a pleasure, however, to see some one take up 

the subject, find the transatlantic connection, and trace the 
name in unbroken line on down to its earliest history. 

THE NAME. 

Regarding the family ofTwining,itsorigin,and significance 
of name, nothing is definitely known. Whether of Celtic or 

Anglo-Saxon beginning is not absolutely clear, although the 

burden of evidence thus far points to an Anglo-Saxon rather 
than a purely Welsh or Celtic origin. of the Amer­
ican family, with few exceptions, point to Wales as the place 
from which our ancestor came. This at the best would not 

prove a prior descent, and therefore leaves the question open to 

further enquiry and examination. 
Having requested our friend, Prof. E.H.Twining, to write 

upon the subject, we are pleased to quote fromhim the follow­—" ing:—": The name of Twining,likeothers ending ining,is gen­
erally understood to be of Anglo-Saxon origin, and, as Richard' Grant White says, of venerable antiquity.' Its significance is 

uncertain. One widely received view makes it a local appella­
* tion,derived from Saxon words meaning two meadows;' and 
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regards the family as taking its designation froma locality in 
Gloucestershire, England, where, on the Avon, a few miles from 

Tewksbury, is a villagebearing the name, and a ferry known as
*Twining's Fleet.' This is not, however, the view of Schele de 
Vere, nor of Isaac Taylor (4(4 Words and Places,') both of whom,

*— ' 
while not citing this name specially, state ingeneral, that ing 
was the usual Anglo-Saxon patronymic;' so that Waring, 

Harlingand Twining rather gave names to places than received 
names from them. The word *Ing'or meadow, according to 

the latter authority, is a local prefix only, as inIngkam. Ofthe 

two theories, in the absence of historic evidence, the weight of 

probability seems to lie on the side of the patronymic rather than 
the local. The Anglo-Saxon Chronicle (A.D.547), gives: 

Ida waes Eopping,, 
Eoppa waes Esing-, 

Esa waes Inguing, 

Ingui, Angenwiting,' 

' " 
that is, Ida was Eoppa's son, etc'" ' 

The term
'patronymic is, inits strict sense, too narrow to 

express the force of *ing,' which, like the Hebrew *ben,' goes' 
out to a wider range of relations; as in Viking,' vik (creek),' 
Haunter, and c cyning (King), the man of the Kinor Clan.

" 
One member of the family,facetiously inclined,remembers' ' 

that Twyn is Anglo-Saxon for doubt, and suggests a descent 
from the skeptical Thomas; another more seriously, finds his 
name among the mountains of Wales, in a word meaning bush. 
There are certainly Twinings in Wales, but translations of that 
kindare too infrequent to give countenance to even so plausable 

a supposition, without the support of direct evidence. 
"In the matter of Christian names, William and Thomas 

appear everywhere, the latter often in combination with ydhn. 

Itseems that Williamand yohn were favorite names in Eng­
land from the time of the Norman Conquest, and for obvious 

reasons. With the Puritan reaction the former fell into disre­
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pute, as savoring of Paganism, and became infrequent among 
the reformers) and presumably in the direct ratio of their zeal. 
The spirit that could rejoice inthe appellation of "Praise- God,"" 
or Stand-f ast-in-the-f aith," was not likely to be led by any 
motives of sentiment to tolerate reminders of Gothic heathenism 
or Norman oppression, yokn^hscving good Scripture warrant, 

held its place, while William fell away, and only after the 
Restoration recovered its standing." 

The New England family, however, seems to have been, 

with the rest of the name, free from unreasonable prejudice in 
this regard, and retained the name, perhaps from a sort of kith-
and-kin conservatism, perhaps from a dim sense of rhythmical 
fitness, along with Thomas, Stephen, Elijah and others drawn 
from the familiar Biblical readings. 

So far as is known at present, there are in Great Britain 
three points at which the name of Twining appears to have 
had early, it may be independent, foothold, in Gloucestershire, 

as already mentioned, in Wales, and in the vicinityof St. Mary's 
Isle,

'*
Kirkcudbrightshire, Scotland. 
InGloucestershire, John Twining appears as Abbot of 

Winchcombe, about the middle of the fifteenth century ;and in 
the Scottish locality the name is said tobe found on tomb stones 
of at least as early a date. Families of the name exist at pres­
ent in Scotland and Wales, inLondon, and elsewhere inMiddle­
sex, and perhaps at other points in England. On this side of 
the Atlantic they are met with in Nova Scotia,* coming origin­
ally

*from Wales, and throughout the United States. 
The name also occurs inNewfoundland and the Canadas, as well as 

Nova Scotia, where ithas had an existence for some hundred years, the 
ancestor being a native of Wales. These different families are not very 
numerous, and whether they allcentre in the Welsh familyis not known. 
They are characterized as refined, well-informed, respectable and well, 

to-do people. 
Richard Twining, ofLondon, (editor ofPapers of theTwining Family, 

by Rev. Thomas Twining, at one time Rector of St. Mary's, Colchester, 
England), holds to the theory that the name had its origin at the junction 
of the Severn and Avon,from whence itis claimed members of the family 
emigrated to other countries. 
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" 
These last, with the exception of two or three additions, the 

earliest of which dates its arrival in this country not more than 
thirty years hack, seem to be alldescended from one ancestor. 

" 
Mr.William Twining, who first appears inpublic rec­

ords, as a freeholder at Yarmouth, on Cape Cod, Massachusetts, 
in the year 1643, though there is reason to believe that he came 
over at a somewhat earlier date. 

" 
There is no light upon the particular circumstances which 

led our ancestor to leave his home, and no direct information as 
to the part of Great Britain from which he came ;but there can 

be littlequestion that the influences which moved him were the 
same as, in one or another form, had been operating throughout 
under the rule of the Stuarts, and even under the last of the 
Tudors, to detach Englishmen from their native soil. These 
were, briefly, church intolerance, court corruptions and royal 
exactions. That he did not come earlier may have been due to 

a survival of loyalty, or to conditions of place or occupation 
which brought the pressure of these influences less directly upon 
him than upon many others, or to a temperament which,hopeful 
ofbetter things, held him at home until it seemed that the suc­
cess of neither of striving parties promised any good. The 
tyranny which the Presbyterians forced upon Cromwell was 

quite as insufferable as the Erastianism of Laud; and while the 
Puritan element in general was drawn by its moral sense into 
co-operation with the Presbyterians, those who, like the Pil­
grims before them, more broadly asked for freedom of faith and 

practice, seeing that presbyter was, as John Milton phrased it, 
only

*
*priest writ large,' found themselves between two fires, 

and turned to the New World to redress the balance of the 

Old.'
" 

Of the twenty thousand or more who emigrated between 
the years 1629 and 1640, the time of arrival of only a relatively 
small number can be ascertained from the passenger lists of the 
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vessels oil which they sailed. " IfWilliam Twining came after 

the proclamation prohibiting emigration without license (May i, 

1638), and prior to 1640, when emigration had practically ceased, 

it is not difficult to see why his name might not appear on the 

registers. In the first place, although ships left England for 

America almost daily, Hotten's lists give names of passengers of 

but one ship in1638 and 1639. Itis certain registers were kept, 

but equally certain that nearly all of them have been lost.
"Further, these registers contained only the names of those 

who left England legally^ i.c., under license according \o the 

proclamation, and doubtless thousands left secretly to avoid the 

oath of Allegiance and Supremacy and the payment of a sub­

sidy to the crown, as well as to escape the annoyances and dis­

abilities which attended those who were disaffected to the Church 
establishment." 

Ifhe came over after 1640, inNovember of which year the 

Long Parliament assembled, he could perhaps have come with-

hindrance, and without official registry. Why he should 

have emigrated at that time is a matter of conjecture. Apossible 

answer to the question has been already intimated, but so far 

out 

' 
nothing •of record has been discovered to settle it definitely. 
Possibly evidence may exist in England to throw light onsome 
the true cause of his migration and that of others who came 

under the same circumstances. Perhaps, too, the fact of his 

joining the Yarmouth Settlement (which after an attempt in 

1638 was incorporated in1639) may have been a consequence of 

the presence there of some friends from the Old World, and this 

might give a clue to the port from which he sailed. Ithas been 

assumed that he came from an English locality. The reason for 

this assumption is tha'tj so far as is known and as might be 

expected, the greater number of Colonists came from those parts 

from which the seaports were most accessible, and which at the 

time were most easily reached, by the oppressions and exactions 

which stimulated the movement. Further, it appears that the 
immediate descendants of WilliamTwining were decided Con­
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gregationalists, and one branch of the family affiliated with the 
Society of Friends. Itmay be inferred that he was himself of 
the independent Puritans, and so out of touch with the royalists 
faction on one side and the Covenant on the other. As has been 
intimated above, this may have been a reason for his emigrating 
at a time when no general movement was taking place. It is 
known that there were Twinings who adhered to the cause of 
King Charles, and family differences may have had something 
to do with his expatriation. These are, however, but matters of 
conjecture, and may serve to indicate lines of future exploration. 
What may be safely held for fact is that the ancestor of the 

American family was Anglo-Saxon and Puritan. The race-type— 
remains in the family to-day the sanguine temperament, the fair 
skin, the blue eyes, (often with the intent look that led Tacitus to 

call them truces), which the Romans saw eighteen centuries ago, 
and the same love of honest dealing and fair play. That he was 
Puritan hardly needs proof. ,Itwould require strpng evidence 
to show that he could have been other, when the whole middle 
and professional class in England was Puritan." 

The opening of the Bible by Elizabeth had set up in the 
English people a new standard of life and conduct, and stimu­
lated a reaction against the caprice and passion and careless' 
geniality of the age. The aim of the Puritan was to attain 

self-command, to be master of himself, of his thought and speech 
and acts;1 and this not as a social art, but under stress of devotion 
to a Supreme will. This temper was likelyto lead to a narrow 
and ascetic habit, lacking grace and color of life;but ithad the 

definiteness and efficiency that belong to intensity of conviction 
and singleness of purpose. Our ancestor has leftno words or 

history to show these traits of character; but they are claimed by 
the traditions of the family; they are held as an inheritance, and 
their imitation as an obligation; for 'the growing good of the" 
world ispartly dependent on unhistoric acts# J 
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NOTES. 

—Bucks County, Pa., has been the banner home forTwinings for near 
200 years; for a like period, Barnstable County, Mass., -was the family 
abode,—but has been withouta representative of the name for many years. 

Berkshire and Hampden counties, Mass., have a few reminders of 
the once fruitfulfamily. Tolland, at one time noted for its Twinings, has 
passed—the name almost tothe point of obscurity. 

Broome County, N.V.,retains her reputation for numbers. InHan. 
cock County, Ohio, the name was legion,but removals have depleted the 
ranks.— The name has had a prominence at New Haven, Ct., since 1795, 
and Granville, 0., since 1815. 

Philadelphia and Scranton, Pa., are chief Twining centres. Penn­
sylvania, New York, Ohio and Connecticut, in the ordei named, contain a 
majority of the livinggenerations. Massachusetts, lowa,Illinois,Michigan, 
Wisconsin and Kansas are about equally balanced in families. InIndiana, 
Vermont and New Hamshire the name is nearly extinct.— 

Itis observable that the New England Twinings are pretty much"scattered," whilethe Pennsylvania familiesseem to preserve a more com­
pact form;this may in measure be owing to the latters greater numbers, 
and the communistic trend of their Quakerism.— 

Occasionally the two great lines intersect, though itdoes not appear 
that they have ever intermarried. New York and Ohio are States where 
the twobranches are brought inclosest relationship.— 

Ministers, physicians, lawyers, civil engineers, and school teachers 
are adequately represented; farmers predominate, not many wealthy, but 
usually the Twinings are a well to do people, observers of law and the 
rights—of their fellow man. No statesmen or men ofrenown. 

The religious faculty is prominent, inclined to the liberal, prog­
ressive; inpolitics largely Republican; in temperament itpredominates in" " 
the nervous-sanguine. When the fire is wont to fly, dog nor devil is 
seldom taken into account; a calm follows quickly.— 

Intheir love for country the Twinings have abundantly shown their 
patriotism in the defense of home and on the fieldof conflict; not a fewof 
them have died in battle and hospital. One served in the war between 
France and the Provinces, 1758. One is known to have served throughout 
the Revolution, one or more in the 1812 war, and one was so unpatriotic 
as to serve in the Southern Confederacy.— 

To the fifthgeneration the families were confined to the narrow 
limits of Cape Cod and Bucks County, Pa. From thence, about 1780, they 
began extending their lines, the Cape familyto Tolland, and the Pennsyl­
vania family to Philadelphia, New Jersey and York State. About 1793 a 
leading branch of the family "down on the Cape" settled at Frankfort, now 
Winterport, Maine.— 

Ina long and extensive research there have not been found in the 
United States a half-dozen Twining families who werenot identified in the 
American progenitor. The English name occurs at Chicago and Denver; 
the Nova Scotia (Welch) Staten Island, and the Scotch at New Haven, Ct, 
A family bearing the name also resides at Otis, Mass, 
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— 
The branches whichithas been impossible to explore and which the 

future genealogist may be able to extend, are :Nathaniel, Jr., son of 6 
Nathaniel ;Samuel, grandson of 2O Barnabas ;Christopher, son of 25 Dan­
iel;and Bleazer, son of 81Barnabas. The latter two, it is quite evident 
have descendants.— 

A question of heirship not infrequently arises over vast and un­
claimed estates in England. One of the eighth generation tells of hearing 
her grandfather (b. inPennsylvania) say he had a rich oldbachelor brother 
inEngland (?), and she wonders if he is not one of the two,Richard Twin­
ing and Wm. H. Twining, reputed millionaires, whose vast estates are 
said to be awaiting claimants. This is a fair specimen of many traditions 
afloat, and unless members of the family desire to throw away their money 
itis not advisable to put inclaims upon foundations so untenable.— 

To clear up a few of the traditional stories in vogue among descend­" " 
ants, some of which are that three brothers came over, and a few that 
there were two, no evidence has been presented indicating that Wm. Twin­
ing,Sr., had any connection other than his own family. Nor can it be 
found that any other person of the name Twining ever set foot on Colonial 
soil. Unsupported and diverse statements are frequently thrown in the" " 
way ofthe earnest enquirer, but are not the stubborn things which he is 
wont to feed upon, and must be cast aside for that which is true.— 

About 1845 the Barnstable county, Mass., Records, were all destroyed 
by fire, and many wills and documents of the early families were thereby 
lost, and may account for our Progenitor having no records extant, which 
might shed light on several uncertain questions of lineage, marriage, issue 
and worldlyestate of the latter, of whichno facts are given/ The Congrega­
tional Church records of Orleans exist, according to Barber's Hist. Coll., 
from 1648 to1797 ;according toJosiah Paine, none extant before 1773. The 
Eastham Church Records all lost.— 

The early Plymouth Records show some variation in spelling the 
name. We findit Twining (right), T-wineing, T-winey, and Tivyneing. The 
index ofsame records treat them all as one name. — 

Rev. Kinsley Twining, D.D., regards the name of Welch or Celtic 
origin, and therefore hard to catch and identify. He says: "Thomas 
Twining, ofLondon, evidently did not consider the name worth bragging 
about, though they were considerably enlightened to have a coat of arms. 
He, however, changed the crest and started anew withone contrived out of 
an entirely false rendering of the name, which evidently he supposed to be 
some derivation of twine, and accordingly, as his grandson or greatgrand­
son, the late distinguished banker, explained to me, provided himself with 
a crest showing an arm or something of that kind with a serpent twisted 
about it. Allthis proves that he knew nothing of the real significance of 
the name."

EXPLANATIONS AND CONTRACTIONS. 

The plan of the book is not original, but has been adopted 
witha few modifications, as being the least confusing to the or­
dinary reader, and avoiding repetition of female branches, which 
are recorded for but one generation. Itis not customary to 
trace the female lines beyond the children, for reasons that the 
original name becomes suspended, and also that the labor re­
quired to follow these thousands of descendants would seem 
boundless. 

The heads of principal families and branches, are numbered 
in succession from ito 175; the name of the person numbered 
being preceded by heavy figures. Names which are not pre­
ceded by heavyfigures are completed in one notice, and show 
that said name has no livingmale issue, except in case where 
said issue is lost or not in record. The small figures number the 
children of a family. For uniformity, dates of births, deaths and 
marriages, are given in the usual form of the times. In abbre­
viating, b. stands for born; d. for died or deceased; m. for mar­
ried; unm. for unmarried; inf. for infant; dau. for daughter; 
eh. for child or children; res. for residence; Tp. for township, 
etc. Where the name of aplace Has been given once itsinitialwill 
be understood thereafter, as E. for Eastham; O. for Orleans; 
T. for TollandjiV.for Newtown and W. for Wrightstown, etc. 

GENEALOGY. 
" 

Genealogy or The history of the succession of families," is 
a very old word, being employed in sacred and profane history.— 

Of the term, its usage and history, we quote from ZelPs 
Encyclopedia and Dictionary. 

"Genealogy, jen-e-alo-je, n, Fr. genealogic; Gr. geneol­
ogia, from genea, a race, and togas, a discourse, an account or 
enumeration of the ancestors or relations of a particular person 
or family. No nation was more careful to trace and preserve 
its genealogies than the children of Israel. Their sacred writings 
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contain genealogies which extend through a period of more than 
3,500 years, from the creation of Adam to the captivity ofJudah, 
and even after that time. Josephus informs us that he traced 
his own descent from the tribe of Levi by means of public reg­
isters, and that, however dispersed and depressed his nation were, 
they never neglected to have exact genealogical tables prepared 
from authentic documents which were kept at Jerusalem. 
Since, however, their destruction as a nation by the Romans, 
all their tables of descent seem to have been lost;and even the 
Levites, who are stilldistinguished from the rest of the people 
by the exercise of special honorary religious functions, are 
known as such only by being acknowledged as descendants of 
parents who exercised the same. 

The inequalities of rank and right which prevailed during 
the Middle Ages, made genealogical inquiries highly important, 
and it was then that researches of this kind assumed the form of 
a science, became closely connected with heraldry, q. v. 
Very littlecritical care, however, was usually employed in such 
cases, the chief object being to trace the origin of families into 
the remotest antiquity. 

Attempts to carry this to an absurd length are frequently 
manifested in the earlier genealogical works. Critical genealog­
ical studies were not begun before the Seventeenth Century. 

Genealogical accounts are not only interesting to persons 
who feel a more or less natural curiosity about their ancestors, 
but are also useful to the historian, as elucidating the often com­
plicated relations of dynasties, families, claims and controversies 
of successions, etc. They are also important in legal cases con­
cerning claims of inheritance, and, indeed, are indispensable in 
States in which the enjoyment of certain rights is made to depend 
upon lineage or descent. 

A genealogy, or lineage, is frequently represented in the 
form of a tree, arbor consanguinitalis, giving a distinct view of 
the various branches of the family, and the degrees of descent 
from the common progenitor, who is generally present in the 
root orstem. 

Genealogical tables are either descending orascending. The 
former are chiefly used in historical records, presenting the de­
scendants of a certain person in the order of procreation; the 
latter in documents of nobility, serving to show the claims of 
any man or family tothe titles ofpaternal and maternal ancestors. 
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Sometimes both forms are used together. Persons de­
scended one from another successively, form a direct line; those 
descended from a common progenitor, but not one from another, 
a collateral line;the collateral line embraces the agnates, or the 
kindred on the father's side, and the cognates, or kindred on the 
mother's side." " " 

Ina work entitled, Two Sticks," or, The Lost Tribes of 
Israel," the author attempts to prove the Anglo-Saxon race to 
be the ten lost tribes. Bearing on the subject of genealogy, he" 
says : What means this effort,both inEngland and in America 
to trace up genealogies? Why so much anxiety to know the 
lineage? Is it because there is a prospective inheritance in the 
HolyLand? Are Israelites desirous of knowing what share of" 
the new country is theirs ?********** 

" ' 
Men may attribute this hunting of ancestors to an idle' curiosity,' a fancy of the brain,' stillthere may be a providence 

behind it. Thousands have performed work which, at the time, 
was considered as having no significance from a divine stand­
point; but what have seemed mere fancy tothe multitude turned 
out to be the hand of God in shaping the destiny of men and 
nations.********** 

" 
How often has that which has been considered as mere'* happening turned out to be the finger of God ? Now, while 

it may seem to be improbable that this seeking of genealogies 
has any relation to Israel's gathering, itmight be wellto place it 
in the catalogue of portentious events that are transpiring inper­
fect harmony with prophecy, divine utterances from the glory 
and presence of God. When events and predictions fitso hap­
ily,it would be rudeness to tear them asunder. The children of 
Israel were very careful to preserve their genealogies."

FIRST GENERATION. 

1William Twining, Sr., is the central figure 
around which cluster a multitude of living characters, 

comprising ten generations of descendants, measured 
by a distance of nearly two hundred and fifty years. 

This important personage, as he first appears in "New 
England history, on the shore of Cape Cod, awakens a deep 
interest in the minds of those who reverence antiquity and the 

hallowed ground of ancestral abode. 

Of his nativity nothing is known to certainty. From whence 
he came, his paternity, life and traits of character, the vessel in 
which he took passage and its date of arrival in the New World, 
are questions which have been pondered over and the page of 

history examined that some ray of lightmight shed her pleasant 
beams and answer fully and satisfactorily. These questions may 
never be solved. The impenetrable darkness of unrecorded 
events may never declare his life prior to his voyage across the 
Atlantic. Indeed, his milestones seem to be hidden in the dead> past, and the reader can but ponder as over other problems in 
the world's history which the intelligence of man can but feebly 
grasp in speculation. 

We say that reliable information regarding our ancestor is 
wanting; family tradition,however, almost uniformly assert that he 
came from Wales. One that he came from Yorkshire, England, 
and one, an aged spinster living in the vicinity of Eastham," speaks of a taint of French blood." 
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The utmost that has been gleaned from the various records 
and sources of information relating to historical and genealogical 
matters, as to time of his entry into the New World, is taken 
fromJames Savage, an authority on New England genealogy," 
who states that Mr William Twining, Sr., was in Yarmouth 

1643." 
Other New England writers, who doubtless copy from 

Savage, make substantially the same statement. 

The Yarmouth records imply that he was there at least two 

years earlier, or 1641, the date of his daughter Isabel's marriage. 
Itis questionable whether he firstlanded at Yarmouth. We 

are fain tobelieve that he first touched shore at Plymouth and 
was among those of her settlers who became dissatisfied with 
their location and sought new homes at various places along the 
Cape Cod Coast. That he was a man of more than ordinary 

character is shown by the title which prefixes his name in the 
early records, an appellation of honor which was rarely applied 
in those days, as shown by the History of Mass. Bay, which tells" 
us that the first settlers of these Colonies were"very careful 
that no titleor appellation be given where not due. Notmore 
than half a dozen of the principal gentlemen of the Massachu­
setts Colony took the titleof Esq.; and, in a list of one hundred 
freemen, got more than four or five were distinguished byaMr., 
although they were generally men of substance. Goodman and— 
goodwife were the more common appellations." See Hulckin­
son's History. 

Additional to this,another historian says, referring to the 
changes at Plymouth and the standing of those who first" 
came to Eastham : The church at Plymouth regretted their 
departure, for they who went out from her were among the 
most respectable of all the inhabitants of Plymouth." 

Tracing his future, chronologically, we find: In1643 Will­"*' 
iam Twining is included in a list of those able to bear arms at*" Yarmouth, The Y.records 1643-5 ran^ m amon g the militia, 
which consisted of fiftysoldiers. In 1645, he was one of five

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oldiers sent out against the Naragansetts. (Ply- Col. Rec, 
Vol. 11, page 91). The next heard of him is at *Eastham, 

where Savage says he removed soon after being at Y.1643. As 
Governor Thomas Prence went to E. 1644, it is more than** likely William followed soon after 1645. The rst menti°n 

found of him at E.- is taken from the original book of records 
(Vol.2) of Eastham, wherein he is put down as constable, June 
5, 1651; however the Ply.Records (Vol.2, p. 167), say "elected 
Constable Eastham 5June, 1651, William Twining, Itis 
not certain therefore that the Sr. was meant in the former, 

although he was doubtless intended in both entries. 
*Eastham, called Nauset prior to 1651, initsoriginal form, is a township 

of Barnstable County, Mass., having the Atlantic Ocean on the East, 15 
miles long and 2J£ wide:present length 6 miles. Itis almost a continuous 
plain; soil sandy, requiring much labor.-^Portions of it yield large crops. 
Fresh water ponds and several creeks exist in the township. Excepting a 

tract of oaks and pines about % milewide,no wood remains in the Tp-
Business is agricultural and maritime. Fishing has disappeared entirely 
The public buildings are four school houses, a town hall and Methodist Meet­
ing house. The old Cong. Church has become extinct, after an existance of 
more than two centuries. Settlement of town began 1644, with 49 souls, 
who soon bwilt a meeting house 20 ft.sq. with thatched roof and forts in 
the side of building, for use incase of attack by the Indians. Around this 
house, near Town Cove, a burial place was laid out, and still enclosed, con­
taining some grave stones. 

Rev. Jno. Mayo was the first pastor 1646. Wolves were plenty; the 
bounty on fourkilledin town was paid 1655. In1663 all horses were ordered 
branded with the letter E., and all persons who stood outside of M.house 
during public services to be set in the stocks. In 1667, every housekeeper 
was required to kill a certain number of blackbirds and crows. In1684. 
101 legal voters reported and 500 adult Indians within the parochial charge^ 
171S, Tp. divided into North and South Parish. In 1758, an inhabitant of 
the N. Precinct having avowed himself a Baptist, the parish voted to remit 
his tax for support of the Cong. Ch. In 1765 but four Indians inE. In 
1810 a Methodist society was established, shortly before, every inhabitant" 
in the Tp. belonged to the Cong. Ch. These selections from the Annals 
of E.,"by Dr.Frederick Freeman are made, as very many ofthe Twinings," 
who are scattered abroad look back to this cradle of an honored race," as" 
the place where they themselves have drawn the principles and habits 
that have made them prosperous and honored wherever they have gone to 
seek their fortunes in the wide world." For two centuries this township 
was made a place of dwelling by some of the descendants of William 
Twining,but now only a fewof the female cjes, remain.

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To the Orleans records is due the statement that William, 

m. Annie Doane* 1653, and that she d. Feb. 27, 1680. 
In1655, he had granted him,or his purchases confirmed, and 

under same date we have 
"propounded to take up their freedom****** William Twining," by which it is presumed 

the Senior is indicated. 
His death occurred at E.April15, 1659, and he was probably 

not more than 65 yrs. old,ifwe may approximate by contempo­

raneous and circumstantial evidence. 

That he was a member of the Congregational Church 
seems conclusive, yet no facts at all can be given in proof. 

No data is at hand regarding his first marriage and itissimply 
conjecture whether his wife died before he came to "our shores"— 

probably soon after. Authorities from whom meagre light is 
drawn on the subject, had no certain knowledge of asecond mar­

riage, although Savage does say, "it is not certain that she* (Ann) was the mother of Wm. 2nd? as s^e may aye een 2C

There is no evidence of any children by this 2d marriage and 

nothing definitely known of the fullfruits ofJtrst m. Certain 
it is he had :

3 William Twining, son of William Sr., was b. 

" in early part of seventeenth century, Savage says, 
probably inEng.," and died in Newtown, Bucks Co., 

Pa., Nov. 4, 1703; m. Elizabeth Deane (dau. of 
*Stephen of Ply., whose wid. m. Josiah Cooke) at E. 
about 1653, possibly several years sooner. She d. in 
N. Pa , Dec. 28, 1708. The court records mention 
him first, June 3, 1652, when he was admitted and 
sworn ; 1652 he was one of the Grand Jury or 
Enquest; 1667-8 on same, to examine as to a child 
found dead in the woods, etc.; June 5, 1671, sworn 
as one of the Grand Enquest. 

He was a deacon at the Eastham Church, as early 
as 1677. Freeman nor Platt, in their histories ofCape 
Cod, do not mention this fact, however, the old clerk" 
says, under date Feb. 26, 1677, Deacon Twining" 
and dea. Freeman," to take and keep a clear account 
of Mr,Treat's maintenance given him by the town," 
"Dea. T, and dea, F, to take care about underpin­
ing the house that Mr, Treat now lives in, to see 
that it is sufficiently done, etc. Again he is alluded 
to as "deacon Twining" as late as 1681. From old— 
records of E.:

*his son Z|. William were enumerated among 

the legal voters of E. Near the latter date, his religious views 
seem to have underwent a radical change. He has evidently 
became convinced of Friends' principles and now contemplates 

fremoval to the newly settled Province of Perm., where the 
tenets of Quakerism were maintained in their purity, and freed 

from the intolerance of New England theology. The records 
testify that there were Quakers in Eastham, but it cannot be 
found that they held Monthly Meetings in the town. They 
doubtless belonged to the Sandwich Society, which was organized 
very early. Although this Society makes no mention of Wil­
liam's name upon its minutes, it is most probable he became, as 
also his wife and son Stephen and his family, identified with 
said Society prior to removal. 

1695 is the year in which he bids adieu to the land of the 

Pilgrims. It marks an important epoch in the family history. 
Hitherto the name appears to have borne honor to the Cong. 
Church alone. Up to this date, a period of near six decades, the 

family was confined on the historical Cape Cod; but now the 

house is about equally divided, religiously and geographically, and 
henceforth itis Quaker and Cong, blood flowing inparallel lines 
from generation to generation. 

" " 
f Poche or 'Pochet,' is the Indian name of that portion ofold E.,now 

known as East Orleans. Itis a very large territory, almost entirely sur­
rounded by salt water. Itis now known tosome extent as Pochet. Itwas 
a famous resort of the red man, and was very earlysettled by the whites, on 
account of the good soil. The old cemetery is just on the border of the' — 
locality. The Twinings settled on the Neck. To 4to set out land a term — 
used by our early English settlers meant laying- out a parcel." 

\From about 1670 to 1700 there was a large emigration from different 
parts of New England to East Jersey,—and later to Penna., especially with 
Quakers, and some other 

"Heretics," pn account of the persecution. 
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" 
Deacon Twining," now having donned the Quaker garb, 

speaks the Quaker tongue, becomes the unretaliative friend of 

the Indian, whom he seeks to elevate. He is in fact a believer 
and exponent of all that is comprehended in the teachings of 
Perm, Fox and Barclay. Upon those of his descendants from 
this new home in the wilderness of Perm., on the banks of the 
Delaware River, were stamped those newly acquired principles

which time nor space have failed to efface.

First, Iwill that my debts and funeral charges shall be paid and dis­
charged. 

Item. Igive unto William, son of Stephen Twining(My Grandchild) 

ye sum of twenty Pounds, tobe paid to himwhen he shall come to twenty­
one years of age, ifmy wife be dead before he comes to that age, butifshe 
be livingIleave itwith her, for her use so long as she liveth, and then to be 
paid at her decease to Said Wm. Twining. 

Item. Igive unto my son Stephen Twining, my daughter Johanna, 
my daughter Mahitable, and the two daughters of my daughter Anna Bills 
(to wit)Anna Bills & Elizabeth Bills,as ye residue of my estate whichI 
have in Penna, after my wife's decease (that is) my mind is, that Anna

Davis' Hist, of Bucks Co., Pa., has the following in regard 
to Stephen Twining: 

"The five hundred acres of Thos. Rowland, extending from Newtown 
Creek to Neshamony, including the ground the Presby. Church stands 
upon, was owned by Henry Baker in 1691, who conveyed 248 acres 
toJob Bunting inJune, 1692, and inOct., 1697, to Stephen Wilson. 
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1695 Bunting conveyed his acres to Stephen Twining, and in 12 mo" 

17-1698, Wilson did the same, and Twining now owned the whole tract.'* 
In1703 Stephen owned 690 acres in Newtown. The land on the East of 
N. was conveyed by S. to his son Eleazer. Itis now all gone out of the 
name and has a large fine residence on the spot where Stephen sat down 
in his humble log cabin on his first landing on the shores of Perm. In 

1707 Stephen again purchased another tract of land, 300 acres, of John 
Ward, in the Western part of N. Tp. adjoining Wrightstown, which he 
left his sons Stephen and John, a part of which is still in the name of 
Aaron Twining, great grandson of 7John. The Monthly Meetings Rec. 
tell us that Stephen and Win. Twining's names were added to a Testimony 
against selling rum or strong drink to the Indians, dated 4 mo., 3rd, 1699. 
The same records also show that Friends held meetings at William's house 
in N., and after his death theji were held at Stephen's.

At the 
Cape, their hay was poled upon the uplands and there 
left to have the rains wash the salt out of them. In 
consequence of this excessive saltiness, the cattle they 
raised were small in stature. Usually four pairs of cattle 
were attached to a plow, and they would go around a 
piece of land just seven times in a day, so large were 
the pieces plowed. Besides property at Eastham, Eli­
jah owned about 2,000 acres at Granville. During his 
residence at E. he was at one time Constable and Col­
lector. He was a very accurate and systematic busi­
ness man, whose judgment was good and word was law.

In the second story of the house was a large room for spinning and weav­
ing; there was a large loom there. Ithink it is there now (1886); both 
wooland flax was manufactured in cloth for family use." 

"G. F. had a large farm ;raised horses and cattle. They kept about 30 
or 40 cows ;milking time was abusy one;every member of the family had 
a certain number ofcows, every cow had a name, and the large dairy-room, 
withits churns and cheese presses, was a place ofinterest. Heowned a saw 
mill,grist milland dry goods store. In their large house, well filled as it 
was in my younger days, there was happiness ;everything showed content­— 
ment and prosperity. But what a coldplace in winter! a—house built upon 
a mountain. One could look off at the West five miles cold and bleak, 
not a stove in the house. Every morning after breakfast (a fire built one 
morning-would last until the next, ifit did go out the tinder box was handy) 
the men would go out, and, witha crow-bar, roll inlogs covered withsnow; 
first would come a great back-log that would be rolled into its place; then 
another ;then great chips on top of the logs ;then the coals that had been 
leftover wouldbe put among the chips (allthis time doors open, cold com­
ing in), then the bellows were used until the fire was wellstarted, and with 
all the exposure no one took cold. There was health and wealth on that 
mountain."

The land at this date is valuable, being underlaid with the 
best of limestone; the scenery is picturesque. At that date H. 
was a mere hamlet of log huts, Indians numerous, and wild 
game abounded. In1890 the town has become a place of 8,000, 
extending to the "old homestead." Because of the dreaded 
"fever and ague" he became sick of the country, and in1546-7 
returned to N.V., where he has been engaged in the dairy busi­
ness on his farm in North Collins Tp., Erie Co., N.V.; P. O. 
Lawton Station. Though just passing to his 90th milestone, his 
health is good for one of extreme age. 

Became lame in the knee in his younger days and remained 
so during life. A slender man, above the medium height, 
active, well informed, ready conversationalist and much devoted 
to Friend's principles (orthodox), which he occasionally preached 
in latter life. Was also custodian of meeting records. 

The compiler of these records has frequently seen grand­
father ride to his first and fourth day meetings, some three miles 

"away, through"the storm and bitter cold to worship with the 
two or three equally loyal ones who had gathered to uphold 

the cherished tenets of Quakerism.

"The death of Prof. A.C. Twining ends a long life of varied and 

brilliant achievements, and which was even richer and more beautiful in 
richness and fruitfulness of Christian character. Prof. Twining is known 
among astronomers as the author of the cosmic theory of the meteors. As 
a civilengineer he was engaged as chief or controlling engineer on every 
line running out ofNew Haven on the northern roads through Vermont, 
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on the Lake Shore, the Cleveland, Columbus and Pittsburg and various 
roads out of Chicago, including the Rock Island and the old Milwaukee 
line." As an inventor he pioneered toa successful result the industrial man­
ufacture of artificial ice." 

For nine years he served as Professor of Math, and Astronomy in 
Middlebury Coll., and while thus residing inVt. was active in the Temper­
ance Reform, into which he entered with energy as the Chairman of the 
State Temperance Committee. In political matters he took deep interest 
as one of the promoters of the original movements which issued in the 
foundation of the Republican party."

On his 
friend", the beauty of his face and head, the striking and winning courtesy 
ofhis manner, the simplicity of his Christian character made a lasting im­
pression, while few that ever met him even casually have failed to notice 
that to him it was given to invite and receive the spiritual confidence of 
others, and to give them solid and permanent assistance where there are 
few to attempt it and still fewer to succeed."
