However t~ more we dis­
cussed 1.t J the more enthusiast10 and determined we became,' and as CODDDence­
ment day drew near, oUr plan began to assume some def1nite shape and our 
dreams seemed on the verge 01' real1zat1on. 

School olosed on Wednesday I JUne 27th, and we made our arrangements to -, 
leave on the following Monday, July 2nd. It must be confessed that we were 
a l1ttle doubtful ot the matter :ror it had rained almost 1ncessantly tor 
six weeks and there seemed to be no prospect ot a Change; but as there ft was 
less danger of rain after the Flood than there was be:rore" when it did clear 
up on Thursday ~ were supremely happy.' SUch happ1ness was short lived how­
ever, for this very Change in the weathe~ presented tae first real obstacle 
to our tr1p. We had bargained with a farmer :ror a steed but whn UDr rain 
oeased he found that he could not spare this necess adjunct to agr1cul.t­
ural operations.

THE DEPARTURE.

FROM GAINESVILLE THROUGH TO NACHOOCHEE VALLEY. 
17e left Gainesville at 3.45 and traveled for five miles, over rather 

rough roads, to Hulseyts Plantation on the Chattahoochee River. Afts:­
some hesitation Mr. Hulsey consented to our spending the night in a sort 
of' pavilion in front of his house, provided we behaved our selves After 
f 0eding the horse, all went to the river for the purpose of' tak:ing a ,re;;: y 
n ecessary bath. And such a scrub as we did take; having traveled in the 
heat and dust for so many days, we could fully appreciate the luxury of 
O:11ce more being clean.. The next morning was very hot and although we 
traveled only fourteen miles before dinner, we came very near giving out.

Emerging from a wild and secluded valley we crossed Duke's Creek, and 
after climbing So steep little rise, the far famed Nachoochee Valley lay 
cafore us. This is considered the most beauti:fUl section of Georgia and 
,,~r8 11 does it deserve the distinction. Hemmed in on all sides as it is bv' 
e.ceat mountain peaks, the valley seems to be entirely cut off from the O~lt .. 
side world and is an ideal retreat for those seeking rest for mind and bo~· 
rrhat its lovely scenery and sa.lubrious climate are a.ppreciated, is shoi';n
::1 the magnificent summer homes scattered along the banks of the Chattaho0·o 
·:::11oe. 

OUR FIRST SUNDAY. 
Owing to the lack of good drinlting water, we could not make camp right 

in the valley, but had to go about two mIles beyond. Here we found a spl-· 
endid situation and at onoe pitched our tent under a large sycamore tree~ 
Ue certainly could not have selected a better place for a camp; plenty of 
shade, good water and just a few fect below us the river, clear and cool, 
affording a delightful bathing place. 

'TIlile the rest of the boys were getting things in order, the Scribe 
rode about two miles back among the mountains to get some medicine for the 
horse, and also to inquire about the roads and look up something to eat, 
i t being that worthy's office to act as quartermaster and general manager. 

During the afternoon we washed the horse, our clothes and ourselves and 
got every thing in shape for Sunday. While several of the boys were in

On Monday morning we left camp rather late, owing to the necessty of 
waiting for the sun :to dry our tent, as it had rained during the n:7,ght. 
'The road led through a. valley even 10Jlel1er in some respects 9 than Nach·, 
Clochee o We crossed and recrossed the Chattahoochee over a dozen times, 
often wading up the stream for quite a distance. 

UNICOY GAP. 
Up to this point the road, while gradually ascending had simply wound 

among the various mountains belonging to the southern branches of the 
m~in system~ On this afternoon we were to undergo a new exprience, that 
of driving over the Blue Ridge itself. We had chosen the way leading over 
Unicoy Gap, as that was considered the best, but to tell the truth 1 nearly
all mountain roads are horrible. Crossing any high ridge is bad enough
under ordinary circumstances, but when you take into consideration that th 
route over Unicoy is naturally very steep and _that it had just been subjec
ed to tIle washing of six weeks continuous rain, you can imagine the taslt 
had before us. It'is less than three miles from'bottom to top, and thoueh 
our load weighed only about four lnmdred pounds, it took over two hours of' 
very hard work to reach,the summit. The pathway went round and r.~und, eva 
ascending, here crossing some swift mountain stream, here built half way 
out on some steep declivity where any carelessness on the part of the dri. 
ver meant a fall of hundreds of feet. For most of the distance the road 
followed the Chattahoochee, which has dwindled into a mere mountain torrem 
This adds greatly to the beauty of the place for as the stream rushes heudd 

l ong over rock and crag, forming here a casc~de nearly a hundred feet h 
perhaps falling into some deep crystal pool or roaring and plunging thr 
tIle narrow ravine into the valley below. As we climbed higher the horizon 
widened and we could look back and recognize the mountains through V~ had 
come. The outlook became grander and grander and when the summit was re 
cd we could stand in silent awe 'and admiration. Whether it was the glow 0' 
the fast setting sun, or the novelty of such scenery or the bracing effec 
of the pure atmosphere something seemed to impress on us the lovelinffis of 
411at view more than any other we saw. On the right and left ~owering m 
tains cut off every thing but the view just behind and in front the moun­

-':.a tns back toward Nachoochee were all aglow with crimson and purple and 
gold~ each leafy summit bathed in that soft mellow light which has made 
mountain summits famous and which once seen will never be forgotten. In 
front ' lay the beautiful Hiawassee valley with such great peaks as Old 
Eagle, Brasstown Bald, Round Top Bill, Knot and Gla.ssy mountains literally 
surrounding it. Their summits had already passed through the gilding of 
t he sunset and were now clothed in a deep somber purple, evidences of the 
rapidly approaching night. Ah, it was beautiful, entranCing, wondrous. 
Not a sound to break the spell, only that marvelous changing of light and 
color. Truly "moved through sparkling purple air, all bright below, all 
calm above". 

However, as it was'rapidly growing dark and we could not spend the night
in that exposed spot, we began the descen, though with many regrets that 
we could not always keep such a picture before us. Immediately after cros,_ 
ing the Blue Ridge there is a noticeable change in the atmosphere for it 
has not that close smothered element so common to Southern c11mes, but is t 
braCing, salubrious, intoxicating aer1ficat10n, the qUintessence of purity 
and vita11ty.

At one pcint we came a natur~l vista in the forest, and looking d6vm the 
Hiawassee Valley could barely disoern the summ1 t of Brasstovm Ball, or 
r:ncta as the Indians called it, twalve miles away. For years it was con­
sidered the highest peak in Georgia but reoent surveys have determined Tray 
to be six feet higher.

Going around the base of Little Ball, at twelve o'clock we stopped to 
rest just at the top of Indian Grave Gap. This place received its name 
f rom t',70 Indic.~"ns having been burj.~d there years ago: originally a rude pile
of rociw r.I3.rltod their last resting plaoe, but vanrlv.ls have scattered them 
until now nothin3 rer.Jains b'J.t p. few loose stones. Sitting on those stones 
at SUC11 ['. ghostly hOU1' of' the night, our minds turned to those lying be­
neath. \','110 wore they? How did they meet their death? m1en Vlere they pla­

ced there? :::;1.1c11 were the questions we would like to have had a.nswered, but 
no 1!lan lmows tt.eir history.

Shortly after leaving this lonely spot, we struck off from the trail and 
began climbing a very steep inoline. This continued for nearly an hour, 
c:md at times it was almost impossible to walk. 176 found 1t necessary to 
rest quite often, the guide beguiling the time by stories of the animals 
inhabiting the woods and some of his own narrow escapes at the hands of 
rAvenue officers. Several times we discharged our guns for the sake of the 
echo and the effect was marvelous. The Bound rebounded from rock to cr-e.g.
echoing and reverberating among the peaks, gradually growing fainter until 
it passed dOYffi into t.he valley E'..nd was heard no more. 

THE SUMMIT 
rie ree.ched the sUImni t e.t half past one, just in time to see the moon BO 

doym in bloody splendor behind the great mountL\ins toy/arC! the west. Vie im­
mediately set to work to collect fire wood, as the cold was intense at that 
altitude, and we had not oven taken the preoaution to oarry our coats with 
'.is. Vie succeeded in finding very little fuel as there is scarcely any I3ro­
wth on such an exposed place, and the excessive darkness forbade our wand­
ering farther dOIm to the timbered portion. l'1i th our 11ttle supply we stml"­
ted a fire and tried to sleep. The cold was too severe, so the most of us 
staid e.wake, huddling together for the sako of bodily warmth. In a short 
while the fire burned out,and we were loft in that mysterious shadovq light
ths.t crone from the myriads of night lamps in the great vault above. The 
stars came out that night in unwonted numbers, shining wi tlt 0. brillianoy Me" 
splendor never seen in the murky atmosphere of the lower oountries. P.nd 
lying there on that mighty peak, with only the hosts of heaven above and th0 
vast solitude around, VIe oould not but feel that "The Hea.vens declare the 
glory of God and the firmament slloweth his handiwork."

Suddenl 
there was a burst of lambent flame, the whole scene became more intensely 
luminous, and. with a final blaze of glory the sun Elppeared above the hor­
izon glowing like a ball of molten gold. The effect on the landscape was 
instantaneous; the mountain tops turned from deep blue to glittel"ing pin­
nacles of fire. All the eastern summits were orowned with a halo of flame 
intense and sparkling: the sunbeams turned the dew drops into rubies and 
diamonds; the mist retreated beyond the valleys, wrapping the sleeping 
cartl1 into a mantel of snowy whiteness. To the west the mountains still 
remained obscure until the gradually ascending sun brought them fOl"th 
tnto the light of davm. Higher and higher rose the great central light, 
Qispursing the fog, and slowly revealing the beauties of the surroundin~~ 
valleys. The earth had once more awakened refreshed and strengthened for 
tho duties of another day. . 

Por over an hour we \vatched this wondrous display and felt well repaid 
for our hard tramp. One thing should be mentioned about the sunrise on 
Tray; the mountain is so high that the sun seems to come up from below 
it$ for it takes about five minutes from the time it appears above the ho­
r'izon for its rays to actually reach you. l',7e were told that "lith a power­
f1~1 glass Sol 1s seen to rise from the ocean but we Vlere a little sceptical 
ehout accepting such a statement. One thing is certain howeller, daYlight 
1)eg:ins there much earlier than in the valley, the first light appearing at 
two o'clock and the sun rising at half past three. 

VIe had suffered so from the cold that we only waited until it was liGht 
enough to take some photograps and then hastened down, though regrettod 
·that we could not spend the day in such an enchanting spot. 

BACK TO OAMP. 

The journey back to camp was without incident, except that we found a 


fine patch of huckle-berries and helped ourselves. We reached camp at 

8.30 completely exhausted, for instead of it being only eight miles to the 

summit and back, it was sixteen, our guide having had reference to the o..:i::.' 

1111e when he gave the distance as four miles for one direction. 


1'/e were too tired to wait for breakfast so all threw ourselves down 
beside the road and slept for several hours. While we were thus resting 
a very wrath provoking event occurred. Ue had provided some chickens fur 
~he tIeal, and as we dl"eamed of them fried in Sappho' s inimi tabl e s tyl 0 W~j 
were suddenly awakened by that party who informed u.s that some of the nul'.C" 
rous hogs grazing around had slipped up behind him, and made way rli tIl ever: r 

vestige of our much longed for fowls. It may be useless to record our c'~:Pl­
essions v7ere anything but mild and that there-after we were SVlorn enemie::.; 
of swine. 

HIAWASSEE. 
Later in the afternoon we moved four miles farther dovm to !.fountain Soone 

and camped on a sandbar on the edge of Hiawassee River. tIle had intendod 
taking a plunge but as the openess of the country necessitated a walk of 
over a half a mile, we contented ourselves by simply wading. 

Leaving there early next morning, Ju.lY 11th, wo l'eached Hiawassee, tho 
county site of Townes before dinner. Through the kindness of Hr. John 
McConnel, we secured the use of a room during our stay. Vie had intended 
stopping there only for the remainder of the day, but as several of the 
party were expecting letters we waited until Friday morning. 

During the afternoon of our arrivel we watched a thunder stol"m around the 
head of Enota, just seven miles away. At t1mesthe entire mounta.ins b~~""mo 
wrapped in clouds, then suddenly the mantle ~ld be rent and the great

'J,'al{en altogether, Hiawassee is e. very disappointing tovm. Hogs are 

3.110Vled to graze anywhere and ev~ry \7here t and the maj ori ty of the inhab­

itants seem to be utterly devoid of all sense of hospitality and common 

courtesy.

Although the much long~dror letters f~iled to come we left Friday ~orn-
i,ng with Buck Oreek, I~orth Caroline., as our destination. Rachel was sick 

during the whole day and spent the most of the time in the wagon. 


About 9.30 we crossed the No-rth Caroline line six miles from Hiawassee 

and one hundred and. eight miles by wagon road, from home.

CHUNKY-GAt GAP. 
Immediately after lee.ving Hr. Haigle t S vie began the asoent of Chunky Gal 

Gap, and though the road w~.s not so rough e.s the one over Uniooy, still 1 t 
tool{ three hours of hard work to reach the top~ Th61'e seems to have been 
some engineering skill employed on tho laying out of this drive way, the 
grade being gredual most of the distance. The ascent is made by a. series 
of terraces across the face of the mountain, some of them quite close toge-" 
ther for at one spot we could see the road bed in five places above and 
below us. The trip to the to]) was uneventful, with the exception that 
once 17hile we rested, Rover sho\'18d his hunting propensity by bringing in 
a good sized ground hog.

There is some doubt as to the o~igin of the name Chunky Gal~ Some claim 
that it is derived from the resemblance of t,\70 of the adjacent peaks to the 
figure of a very short young woman; others insist with more probability of 
-being correct, that it is angllhsized from the Cherokee rlOrd "Chunakee" • 
..!:.t any rate, few of the natives ever pronounce i t Chunl~:y Gal but abbre-· 
viate it to something 1 il{e "Chungle". 

BUCI\: CREEK 4 

During the descent Padey and the Scribe wallted ahead to get a cabin and 
have it ready for the oth8rs , as it vras graYling quite late. Emerging from 
the deep vroods at the foot of Chunky Gal Fe crossed Buck Cre01{ and climbing 
~ little eminence got our first glimpse of the little settlement. Imagine 
e. 1it tIe clearing of only a few acres , with mountains, lonely vild and 
rugged, rising close on all quarters; the creek brawling and rushing througl 
this little opening, only three small log cabins visible - such was the 
locality lmoym as Buck Creek. Forbidding as the prospect would have boen t~ 
some, to us it appeared an ideal resting place • The whole scene rras sug­
gestive of peace and quiet; the cattle slowly wandering home from the sur­
rounding hillS, and the smoke lazily curling from the cabin chimneys, whilp 
over all the little valley the dying sun cast its effulgent rays. No wonder 
i'fe hesitated before interupting this picture of perfect contentment. 

Hi th very Ii ttle difficulty vie secured a vacant cabin and immediately 
SVfept it out and collected enough wood to cook supper. The house was alii''! 
built mud thatched log building supplemented by a great open fire pla.ce and 
veranda and we considered ourselves lucky indeed to have obtained such an 
elegant chateau, the more so as ':16 had no rent to pay.

The boys soon came up or rather drove and we at once unloaded. OwinG to 
the severe shal{in:~ he he,d received Sappho was quite sick from the dowm'1ard 
trip and was immediately ordered to bed. The temporary loss of our cook 

coupled ~ith the fact that the rest of us were too tired to take his placo, 
rlas so discouraging that we turned in without any supper, simply satisfying 
our hungE:r ',7i th a drinl\: of creek ~:rater e.nd a ferr onions that we happened to 
ho.ve. stren.g diet, was'nt it? Buck Creek is certainly a fine place in 
"1hich to rest and recuperate, but it will not do for these who have any 
social aspirations. Situated forty miles from a railroad, twenty from a 
to'.',n, nine from e. store or post office, and five from any intelligent people 
the society is naturally not the best, or most highly cultivated. We had 
~one there however to fish for motmtain trout, it being considered one of 
the best locations in North Carolina for that sport, and did not mind the 

...lack of social excitement.

A NIGHT IN A HAY LOFT. 
Leaving lirs. Oliver's at three o'clock we drove five miles to Nonah.. 

This little settlement is situated in the midst of the beautiful Cartoo•. ' 
c11..ays Valley, one of the loveliest sections in the western part of the 
state. It is Ii t terally hemmed in by mountains J many of them five thous,­
end feet high. ConspicuouS a1Ilong them is V!arrior Bald, the camping resort 
of Franklin and the surrounding country.

The valley itself is extremely fertile and is in a. high state of cuI ti··. 
vation. Plums and apples were plGntifUl while the corn was the finest 
".'re had seen.

While we were waiting for supper the post master of' Nonah came around 
and invited us to his house vlhere we passed a very pleasant hour disuuss·­
ing the topography and geology of the pl'oximate regions. He has the ref'" 
utation of bGing the best read man in western North Carolina, and could 
tell many interp,sting stories and incidents. He also gave us several 
f'ine mineralogical and Indian specimens.

It was so damp under foot that we did not put up the tent but retirc~ 
to a hay-loft congratulating ourselves on such an elegant sleeping apa:d,,­
ment. We should not have been so confident for there were forty or fiftJ 
chickens in the same loft end then Rachel had a high fever, making the 
night a sleepless one for several of us. 

FRANKLIN. 
The seven miles from Nonah to Franklin, the county site of Macon, wel"'c 

through the lo:ueliest country we sa.w during our tour. The road is aln1o:- t 
level and follOWS the Cartoochays Valley for most of the distance. 

Franklin itself is a lovely little tov,rn, situated in the beautiful 'I'E;!l ~ 
nessee Valley and enclosed on all sides by mountain ranges. The to~~ i~ 
naturally attractive and more so since the citizens have laid it off 1!i :'l. 
an eye for the beautiful in regulation as well as scenery. While i ts ('~L , ­

evation is not so very great (2200feet) still the climate is delightful> 
and the place would undoubtedly quickly become a favorite summer resort 
were it not as inaccessible. 

VIith very 11ttle trouble we secured a splendid six room house belong-·, 
ing to Mr. R. L. Porter, a prominent gentleman of the community. He not 
only loaned us his house but during our stay, insisted upon supplying us 
with stove wood, vegetables, milk and n~berless other little l~xurieso 
He was a perfect type of hospitality, and showed us so much kindness that 
we really felt emparrassed. Never before had we been treated so royally) 
and by unanimous vote of the crOWd, he was pronounced the cleverest mrul 
in North Carolina. Nor did his kindness end with such material gifts s l-u. 
even invited us to his bee.ut1ful home where as he expressed 1t, he had" c. 
little girl" that had been studying music at Shorter College ••

drenched. ThiS did not detract from our enjoyment of the occasions for 

VIe bOYS would have undergone several soakings to be thrown in such deligh

rul company. On reaching home we showed our disregard of the matter by 

purchasing all the ioe cream in town and sitting out in the wagon in the 

ra.in tu eat it.We had accepted an invitation to dine at the porter's that evening and 
as the shower had saturated our best clothing, we did not know how to 
dress for the occasion" We were not to be deterred from gOing, however. 
and when we reached camp, stood aound the fire and dried out as much a8­
possible.

0, how we wished it to rain that morning, for 

then ofcourse , we could not have ventured out. Fates were against us 

though, for the sun came out bright and clear and we just had to gUe It 

certainlY was a miserable feeling for we had enjoyed our stay so much. 
and had become so attached to all the people, ( not individuals) that,'()ul' 
hearts were sore at the idea of departing.

In mentioning our visit, the society editor of the local paper made 
qui te a laughable mistake. When Rachel gave him the names of the party 
l1e happened to state that three of the boys were slbnior students of the 
Georgia School of Technology and when the paper came out, the reporter h~d 
put the whole crowd as such, including Sappho. 

IN A CORUNDUM MINE. 
At Cullaraja, seven miles from Franklin, we went in the. corundum mine~ 

belonging to the Btdwell Bros. On e of these mines consist simply of a 
long crooked tunnel, with the side walls and top held up by immense log)~
'while between the ties of the tram railway, are puddles of muddy wate:l."', 
:Ve went several hundred feet back into this hole, at times almost cravllinr, 
to keep from bumping into the logs overhead.

It did'nt seem pos­
sible that men could stay in such a hole. ror the air was so damp and un­
wholesome and the whole plaoe so saturated with moi8ture~t pneumonia 
seemed inevitable.

We 
found thiS fastened and though the ovmer lived ~nly a tew hundred feet 
aVI8'J, we broke open the door and slept on a hard cC\rpontors benoh until 
half past three. Then slipping out before bein8 di ooverod, hurri d 
on and caught the others at six 0' cloele in Oul1a$e.jt\ ehool11ouS 

While it is only fourteen miles to Highlands, the aso~nt is so cantin­
l1CUS that it took us all day' to cover the distance. Highlands is nenrlY 
two t~ ~. (;l...sand feet higher than Franklin and the whole difference is made 
in that one fourteen mile hill, there not being a half mile of down gradf 
the 1'('hole way?Just a$ we stopped for dinner the rain came dawn in torrents and as 
our wagon top leaked badly everything was soon soaked. We sat and endur... 
od it for about forty minutes, then leaving the other boys to hitch up 
:i.achcl and the Scribe 17ent ahead to get a house and have a fire going. 

In a half hour we came to a little log cabin just off the road, and 
the temptation was so strong that we could not resist asking for some 
"cold 2ittles", This the people would not hear to, but insisted that we 
come in and dry our clothes while they cooked us dinner. We could noe 
reruse such hospitality but enjoyed that dinner hugely, leaving the rest 
of the boys to drive by in the blinding ~ain. It was a mean way to treat 
the boys, but still our entertainers would probably not have fed the 
whole crowd and Rachel and his partner could not let a little matter of 
ethics prevent them taking that meal,

After finishing dinner it became necessary to overtake'and if possible 
get ahead of the wagon as we knew the boys would never forgive us if th~ 
should discover our deception, We ran nenrly five miles taking all the 
snort cuts, the rain 'still coming down as hard as at first. Just as the 
wagon reached Highlands we caught up, much to the surprise of the rest 
of the crowd as they had imagined that we were ahead. When asked for an 
explanation we simply told them we had been wandering around in a lot of 
side t~ails, This seemed to satisfy their curiosity. Wadey even going 
so. far as to explain what trails we must have taken. Ofeourse, Rachel 
and the Scribe agreed with him and has never yet told anything about 
dinn~~ .. 

HIGHLANDS. 
We reached Highlands at five oVclock, cold wet, and tired and hungry~ 

The t t"....;rtl is 8ituated on the top of the Blue Ridge and at that elevation 
the temperature is low even in July, and particularly when one has on v'e 
olQthes and the rain is still pouring. We had expected to get a house 
with but very little trouble but were wofully disappointed. The people 
aX'e exaotly opos1te to those of Franklin; they are ignorant, unaccommoW;a. 
atlng, mean and. were altogether ~he biggest set of lunes found. .

After our patlenC't 
had been exhausted, elnd We \191:'19 on the verge of doing something desperate 
our man consented to rGl~t us a house t110ugh \Vi th a g11eat deal of unwillint 
nesS and much unneoessary delay. This plaoe also was extremely dirty and 
Vfe accepted it onIy ao e. last resort. It took only a short iThile to star1 
a fire and get into seme drY olothes a.nd then we cooked a.nd ate 'till 
IYlidnight~ ,

It S0ems stre~be but the people of Highlands treated all visitors as 

tl1fJY did us. It is e'. great summer resort and ofcourse the hotel keepers 

i....rl'" clvil enough but the natives have no sense of hospi tali ty or poli te­
11"S8. They are known everywhere as the mea.nest people in North Caro~1na­

~ni they well deserve that distinction. 


'l'he toym is well sf tuated for a resort. Located almost on top of a 
:C~lnse 0.8 it is, the weather is never warm and the nights are glorious .. 
:~lJ.ch pests as musqui tos and red bugs are unknown, while the water is un­
o:"ccl led. The1) there are many attractive places wi thin a short distonce, 
j"'cst of them roached by an exoellent road. The hotel accommodations are 
'U.~JO very fine, there being several new and very luxuriantly' furnished 
!If)l.1se S for anyone having money to stay at one of these. Highlands is 
dnl';)tless an ideal resting place. 

OLD ~HITE - SIDE. 
'..:e.rly !Iwnd~y morning July 30th, we set out on foot to climb W11i tes1de, 

fitly called "One of the grandest mountains in AmgJca". Its name arises 
from the formation of its eastern face, a sheer preoipice eighteen hun­
dred feet high and two miles long which reflects the rays of the sun 
until the side of the mountain glistens like white marble. 

From Highlands we took a narrow trail through the fores~and after walkh 
in about five miles we emerged from the woods and \~1teside rose before 
us like ­

The vragon road reaching almost to the summit vIas in good fairly good 

concition and it took us only a short while to get to the highest point 

from Fhero is seon one of the sublimest views in the whole Alleghany 

system. Standing there on that stupendous dome, we were ove:cwhelmed at 

the magnificeht panorama, the culmination of all the wonderful scenic 

boauty vh..tough which we had passed.

As fz.~ as the eye can see stand the giant peaks, Yellow Mountain, 
Toxaway, Chimney Top, Hog Back, Black Rock, Bear Pen, Rabim, Short Off, 
f;a tulah, and a host of others, ee.ch with its peculiar characteri.stic., al 
forming one vast Rssemblage of sentinels guarding the inner shrine of 
this sanctuary of the mountain world. From the great Smokies, rising 
in misty grandeur ell the northwest to the fertile Piedmont Plains of th~ 
South, the eternal battlements rise like waves in a mighty sea, forming 
an enchanting combination of mountain peaks.., lofty crags and lovely vall 
leys a veritable IIGarden of the Gods". . 

Whiteside itself is beyond description. With its butting crags and

We w nt to this place in order to visit 
the Ne y 14111s, but it was only by the most perSistent efforts that 
we got in. The establishment is considered the model Mill of Smlth 
Carolln and the offlcl ls are very str10t in regard to Visitors. At 
irst they flatly refused to admit us but after Rachel had seen the 

SUperlnt ndent and talked for a half an hour he finally consented, 
and sent for a foreman to show us aro\md. But even this did not nd 
ou~.~uble for just as we started one of the managers came along, and 

·~-desiro.us of show1ng his authority, ordered our guide to t~,ke us out. 
This he vrould not do, but informed him we had permission from the Sun­
perintendent. This silenood any fUrther objeotions, andwe Vlere J.10w­
ed to continue our inspeotion ln peaoe, though not vnth the kindest 
~lings for the ~uthorittes.

Ue reached Clam~on about seven o·olock and after conSiderable troub­

-1,e received permltsa!on to camp about three hundred yards from the build.. 
d)ns of the South Carolina Mechanical And Agr1cul ture,l College. Early'
the next morning we visited this institution and were well received by 
Pres. Hartzoy. Clamson is the rival of our own beloved Technological
School and consequently we were interested in comparing the two. lie 
found the South Caroline School to be better equipped with dormotories 
chemical and electrical labratories and machine shop, while the Tech 
is far ahead in wood shop, black smith shop and textile departnent. 

Cla.mson posseses an incalculable advantage in having a resor'l.7f't. on 
of twelve hundred acres and a yearly appropriation of eighty thousand 
dollars. In reality it should be far ahead of the Georgia College for 
we have only nine acres and thirty thousand dollars. And just such 
conditions we found are existent in all the schools of the two Stutes. 

South Carolina tsfer more generous towards her institutions whi£h 
none of those in Georgia receive money enough to pay current expenses.
SUch parsimony is a disgre.ce on the commonwealth and well deserves the 
condemnation of every true citizen. Proper support of its Colleges 
is a cryil'l.B need and one in which all loyal Georgians should be inter­
ested, especially since a state of such :'al' imperial wealyh and power 
as South Carolina $0 nobly cares for its students. 

During the same norning we visited the old estate of John C Calhoune 

and was shown into the room where he had prepared so many wonderful 
speeches and important documents. During the day we suffered greatly 
from the heat and dust and at times almost gave out. We took a good
long rest at dinner and then drove steadily until half past ten that 
night, covering twenty one miles. We stopped just a mile from West­
minister, and spreading the tent on the edge of the road used it as a 
mattress. We had just got to sleep when a crowd of negroes r8~1ing 
from church carne along, and their language when they made a turn in 
the road and suddenly saw us lying there was amusing though not e egan ~

minister Shuttle fa.ctory, the only institution of the kind in the South

Much to our disgust we found tha.t some enterprising man had. bought U 

surrounding land and by putting up a high r noe compelled visitor to 
pay for the privilege of seeing the Falls. Ofcourse, when any one oet 
to a lot of expense to enhance the natural charms of a locality there: 
some excuse for charging admission, but when such a place s Tocoa Fal' 
is fenced purely as a money making scheme it is a d1sgr ce. Beautiful 
scenery was put here for the enjoyment of all and either the Bt to ot: 
counties should purchase all points of natural interest ~1thin tllcir 
boundaries and open them to the public. 

A fitting ddescription of the Falls is impossible. The mind fails 
when it atte~pts to picture the scene. The loveliest we saw during 0\ 

tour. The water drops a hundred and eighty five feet and before reacJ 
the bottom is often broken and tossed by the wind until it becomes a 
cloud of mist and spray_ It is not grand but beautiful. Not turbulell~ 
and wild but quiet and gentle a dream of loveliness. 

"Nature, with folded hands seemed there 
Kneeling at her evening prayer". 

At the time of our visit the moon was at the zenith changing the 
~ater into a luminous vale of sylvery light. The air seemed enchanted. 
The whole landscape under some mystic spell. We sat at the foot of the 
cataract in complete silence listening to its story, and drinking in VI 
marvelous scene.

TALLULAH. 
During the forenoon of Thursday Aug. 9th we reached TallUlah. The 

s1 te of one of the lTiost remax'lrable series of waterfalls in America. 
PitChing our tent in a beautiful grove contain1ng five springs we 

rested until late in the afternoon. We found thepeople of the little 
town as un ccommodating as those of Highlands. They have been complete 
ruined by the extravagance of Summer ViSitors and when they perceived
that our coming was not a financial advantage the natives immediately 
lost 11 interest 1n our affa.1rs. They care only tor what they can make 
out of you and are sadly defiCient in commom ci lity. Just before 
sunset some of us went to the Falls often called the Niagra. of 

the South. Beginning at Panther bridge the stream rushes between roc~ 
palisades and towering cliffs ~or over two miles forming a magni~icent
succession o~ rapids whirlpools and roaring cat eta The walls rise 
almost perpendicularly nearly fifteen hundred feet and the view of the 
river and the overhanging crags is one of rugged beauty and wild grand­
eur.
