1, ExrermencE MITCHELL was one of the
“‘Forefathers” or ¢Pilgrims,” (names
nsually applied to those who arrived in
the first three ships. See Mitchell's Hia-
tory of Bridgewator, p. 241, and Drake’s
History of Boston, p. 36.) He came
over to this country in the third ship, the
LAnn ” in 1628, and landed at Plymonth. He sold his place there
in 1631, and removed to Duxbury, where he purchased another in
1650. He was an original proprietor of Bridgewater, but did not
remove there until late in his lifs, and died there in 1689, aged
about 80 : his will is dated 1684, He was at Leyden with the Pil-
zrims, and left & brother Thomas who lived and died in Holland.
He had a share in the first division of lota at Piymouth in 1623,
and of the live stock in 1627.

by historians as probably the mest beautiful anid accurate in the
Siate.

He was Associate Justice of the Court of Common Pleas, from
1778 to 1786, In 1788, he was a member of the Massachusetis
Convention that ratified the Constitution of the United States. In
June, 1794, he was appointed one of the first Board of Trustees,
under the Act of Incorporation of Bowdoin College. 1In the years
1791 and 1795, he was a Senator from Maine in the Senate of
Massachasetts, and died, 13 March, 1796, while & member of thut
Lody, at 67 years of age.
