The Ul\iver~i~y of Yirgillia is au ideal community. It has been 

described as a @maU republic, finding in itdelf all that is uecess..'lry in 
the way of government and the pursuit of hap­

A College Republle. pines!!. It is delllocratic as far as ita govern­
ment goes, !!ince the powers of control are 

distributed as fllr M possible. There is no president, but there is a 
chairnulO of the faculty who stands in somewhat the relation of other 
college presidents to the responsibilities of control and direction. He 
is not as nearly nb80lute as n college president The faculty i!! his 
cabinet, and the filCUity committees distribute the administration in a 
rather general way. 

Each member feels that he has a rc:Bponsible !!hare in all that is 
done, and the chairmall gladly consults with this official body on all 

matters which ;'I"ol\'e a new policy. The 
The Profe:.ot In It. course once deeided upon in It facnlty meet· 

ing is carried into effect usually by the chair­
man, the chief executive officer, or is by him delegated to some specinl 
oommittee or 90me of his assistants. The systcm is entirely har­
monious. There is probably no other institution in the country SO 
dependent upon n broad nnd careful conduct of its busiuC1!8 or wise 
decision as to i18 policies, but so eager nre all of the profCi!801'li! and 
officcMl of the institution to furtber Il policy which, in the first place, 
shall extend the influence and maintain the dignity of the UniveMlity, 
and, in the second place, promote its SUc<:e8l!, that the thoughts of all, 
as wcll as their efrorts, are employed unselfi~hly for the general good. 
Personal ambition has no place, and, if it should attempt to make 
one, the IlllllOflphcre would not be conduci"e to its growth. It is 
"team" work with the l'niversity a;lthoritics in the conduct of the 
school!!, nnd clal!8 methods do not ohlnill. The professor feels the 
eternnl pressure of penonal responsibility to his colleagues and to the 
State, and there is no idling and 110 indiffercnce.

They publish nn "Annual" which gi\"f!s \'icw~ of life 
among the student<! for the ses;;ioll near whose close it is i~ued, They 
publi.;;h also a monthly liternry maguziue, in which appenr numerous 
nTticlcs in prose and \'e r~, most of them originnl {:olltributions, but 
with occasional trnnslatious from other literatures, !Iud they mnintllin 
nud dissemillflte n weekly in which the weighty mntters of' college poli­
tics, oollege society and college athletics receive more or 1C$S consider:!­
tiOIl, They have their I!CCret societies, chieHy of the Greek-letter 
order, their school clubs, their germnll and drnlllatic clubs, and other 
urguuizations demanded by their social in;;:tinelOl and tmining. There

I t was the vchicle 
of t ruth, and not framed merely for rhetorical 

effect. H e believed in free government, and wrote it>! warrant in the 
Declaration of Independence, H e believed in freedom of religious 
thought, and ga\'e it lawful existence ill the Virgi nia stu,tute, lie be­
lieved in free . choice ill the direction of educational achie\'ement, and, 
in the University, gR\'e the opportunity of election. Before the foun­
dation had been laid in brick and mortar he had written 10 It young 
B08toni:w, George Ticknor: ,, [ am not fully informed of the practices 
nt II nn'nrd, but there is one from which we elmll certni nly vary, 
although it has been copied, r believe, by nearly every college and 
academy in the United States, That ie, tIle holdi ng the student>! all 
to one prescribed eourse of relld ing, nnd disallowing exclusi\'e applica­
tion to those branches only which are to qual ify them for the p!ltIicular 
\'ocations to which they are destined, We shall, on the contrary, 1111011' 
them uncontrolled choice in the lectures they shall choose to attend, 
nnd require elementary qunlifieation only, and @ufl1cicllt age. Our 
institution will proceed 011 the principle of doing 1111 the good it can, 
withont consulting its OWII pride or nmbition; of letting everyone 
come and listen to whatever he thinks may imprQ\'e the condition of 
his mind ." 

P or three-quarters of a century this system has been in \'ogue with 
rcsultsso satisfactory that i ~ lut! (.'ommended itself to other im l>ortnnt. 
institutions of learning. 

'fhe freedom which premils in the selection of elnsses wn'! extended 
at the \'ery beginning to religioull acti\'ity within the L'ni\·crsity. All 
sects were illvited to come to thel;ni\'et$ity and enjoy whlltevcr ad­
\'un!agcs its courses afforded, the Uni\'ersity to be free from any respon­
sibility for the tenching of the seminaries, should they he cstnblished 
in nenrllCS'l to the co]J£:ge, and, of course, the seminaries to have no 
connection whate\'er with the University. HeligiQUll invcstigat ion WIIS 

not to be "prcclurled." but denomi nntionnl " iews could not be taught, 
si mply boonuse the institution was a part of the Stnte, :llld un)' Jlropa­
gnndism whnle\-er would be repugnant to the constitution.

At this University the students are treated lIot only M men but as 
llIen of honor until, by their own conduct, they 8how Ihem5el\'cs un­

worthy of this confidence. I t rarely occurs that 
The HonotSystem. they prove ullworthy. Thi8 confirlence exciw:s 

in them R reverenoo for things of good report, 
which hns a \'IIS:t influenoo upon their behavior WI students and in their 
intercourse with men in after life. There is no CI:lpionage either within 
or without the class·room; perfect probity is (.'On(.-eded to every man, 
and his statement on IIny snbject whMe\'er is receh'ed without the at­
testation of an oath. ]n examinations they ure free from sl\n'ei llancc, 
and when their papers are handed in they endorse llbo\"e their signatures 
that they have neithcr receivcd nor givcn IIssistlillOO, and this pledge 
goes unquestioned. Th('rc are fcw inslllllces on record where men luwe 
abused this conlidence lind tarnished their good Illlme by dishonesty in 
the preparntion uf their examinution pllpera, but the punishment was 
swift nnd efi'ootive. No meeting of the faculty wns necessnry in any 
of these etL<oeSj ollicinl aetiou wns forestalled by the voluntllry Ilction of 
the student body. The ollencc was not only one ngain4 the rules and 
regulations of the ill~titutioll, but, in R large t!C1lM!, a dolence dOlle the 
traditional honor of the student body, whieh it W!L! their special privi­
lege to a\·cnge. ]n no cnse has the culpril !)cen roughly handled. H e 
was simply made aware of the ex istencc of a >:ltrong public .;Cotiment 
which makes it impos;oible for :l lIIan to IOlIlin Ilis honor and remain tI 

student of the Unh·eraity of Yirgillill.

Tbe Fire. men who. from the pillz1.a of their boarding­
house, sn\\" smoke i0S3u ing from the upper pnrt 

of the northern end of the Annex. Tbe fire was soon locllted lit fI 

point lIe:lr the spring of the nrch over the ro.\'trum lind, IlCrhnps, be­
tween the ceiling of the Public HI\II lind the floor of the I nstrUllient 
Room, in the northwe.'.it corner of the building. flow it origiullted wi! I, 
perhaps, ne\'er he known, as the mo.;;t careful invCl! tiglllion and the 
most thorough eXRminatioll of witll<!SSe! has f;liled to reveal its cause, 
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though it hM strengthened the probability that it WM due to electric 
wires. \Vhellever or however it iJegRII, it had already got II good stnn, 
fo r the neighboring walls were hoi, and from the P ublic !l all the flames 
could be seen eating their WRy down to the famOlls painting, "The 
School of .\thenl'!:." 

The first impulse of tlio:;e ill the Public Hall was to cut or tear this 
picture from the \\"nll, and, ill fnct, the bottom was toru loose. Tu great 
hllJ;.te a Indder was brought, but it was too lnte. Not ollly was the 
smoke dense and stifling, but the nrched ceiling over the rostrum was 
gmug nwny. The piclUre could not be sa\·e<!. Those who yenrned 
for i18 rescue, forgetting e\'en to ~IlRlch a bit of the burning cnnvas as 
II predous memento, looked longingly nnd with !!Orrow ns the f1R1i1CS 
encroach~1 UpOIl the majestic figures. BafHed here, the eRger- henrted 
rU3hed t.o other tt18k~. The fi l"C \\'US mnking rnpid headwllY; the menns 
of fighting it were inadequlIte. The long flume" lnpped the 
Hotllll<ln, just oyer the little room opening from the UPllCr g!lllery. 
This room W!IS filled with fileg of old papers, stacks of addre&Cfl and 
catnlogue!!, unassorted eugravings, and the Bolm collection of books. 
All of this inllammable mnterinJ f~1 the fire, nnd the Hotundll roof 
was wrapped in finme!!. The 11I"(lor of studellls and friends knew no 
bound~. The Jeflerson l'talne, which had been hoisted to its plnea by 
p:llient and slow prOCC!S!!\!S, was lifted from its pedestal, druwu 011 11 
mn.ttre8S through the room, safely eased dOll"n the cun·ing ~Inir nnd 
dep()$ited upon the 11111'11. The Bum toUlI of the damage to iL WtlS II 

slight chipping of the edge of the drapery. 'fhe Minor bust, the pic­
tures, the funlilUre nnd most of the books on the lower fl oor were sa,'ed . 

The fire was spre:uling, nud the buildings 011 the Lawn were 
threate.ned, for the" Old Chnpel" Oil the one hand, nnd the" Rtu­
dents' Readi ng Room" on the other, COIlUected the professors' houses 
to the burning Rotunda. All energiCil wcre 1I0W directed to I;:ning the 
buildings on the Lawn. Bucket brigadCil were formed to aid in keep­
ing the houses wet; the fire companies kept back the fire, nnd, under 
the lendership of ProfellSOr Echola, others tried 10 wreck the low huild­
ings next to the Hotunda. A breeze blowi ng almost directly up the 
Lnwn and full in the face or the Hotund:l sprung up und turned the 
f1am(!8 bnck. The danger of' further de!!truction was over. 

Told merely ill bnre outline, the story IIIn)' seem too long, but the 
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whole chapter of unreekoued disaster had been crowrled into n brief 
while. At n quarter pn"l ten the faim indicntions of n small jire had 
been noticed. Mr. Jefferson's clock, the object of his care C"CIl upon 
l,is last bed, ticked on faithfully ullIil its minute· hand climbed toward 
the hour-hand now poin ting almost to twelve. 'fhe minute-hand 
reRChcs eleven, and theil, at Eh-e minutes to twelve, the clock SlOp~, the 
hands fnll back and hang loosely down. * 

'fhe story of the restONltioll is lIot attempted here in detail. The 
loss, what WIl..'! restored, and what WflS added, will nppear incidentally 

in what follows.

Bulldln&:. five large and six ~mall lecture rooms, and the 
biological laboratory, fully equipped with instruments, apparatus and 
specimens for biological work. 

This building is entered by Il handsome portico on the second floor, 
whence stepi! descend to the parquet and asceud to the gallery of the 
auditorium. This is arranged in nmphitheatrical form, and seaL~ 
about fi\'e hundred in each of the three sections-parquet, balcony 
and gallery. The gmdes have ~n so establi;!hed thnt to nn observer 
standing at the foot of the Rotunda steps the whole of the portico of 
this new building is visible, while the height of the structure is 1I0t eo 
grent ns nhogelher to c\o...oe the open "ista. which hns nlways cOllsti· 
tuted n ehnrming feature of' tile outlook from the Lawn.

The full length portrait of GeneMtl Hobert E. Lee would be con­
spiCUOU8 in fin)' collection. The ehicfw.in is in full uniform and looks 
every inch the knightly mun he WItS. The artist, Elder, succeeded 
well Ilith tile heud nnd ftlceof the idol of the nntion thut "fell, pure 
of crime." 

J, E. B, StuarL is drawn Jife-8i7-c with his cavalry cloak thrown

Another profcssor's portrait is that of D." William B. Towles, 
painted by Willin1l\ G. Browne.

Stunrt, James H. Gilmore, nnd Gov­
ernor William Smith. 

The waUs of the interior of the Auditorium firc graced with nine 
paintings, the subject of each ha\'ing been ill 80me way connected 
with this institution, and the full length portrait of Thomas J efferson 
occupying the place of honor. This is the work of Andrews, of the Cor· 
cornu Art Gallery of Washington, and is n replica of the painting ill 
the White H ouse. 11 CRme to the University through Mr. WillilHll 
D. 	Cabell, of Washington. 

Dr. James L. Cabell was paiuted by Gucrmnt, a South Carolinl\.

Students prtl:lentcd to the Uni\'crsity the portmit of Professor John 
B. )Iinor, painted by Mrs. Cocke, who al$O exeented the likcness of 
Professor X K, Davis, which was prescnle<1 by Dr. George B. Tay­
lor, of Rome. This is not hung in public at present. 

The same artist painted the ponrait of Professor W. B. Rogers, 
once professor, and always stnunch fricnd of the Uni\·crsity. lL WII!! 

the gift of Colonel Venable. The bust of Professor Rogers, in the 
Physical Laboralory, is the gift of his widow. 

The painting of Mr. Courtenay WM cxecutcd after his death, from 
a daguerreotype, by Martin, a Richmond artist; that of Mr. Bonny­
castle by Ford, n portrait painter of distinction in the thirties. 

The portrait of the late Leander J. McCormick was done by Elder, 
and was the gift of i\I rH• .McCormick. 

Elder al$O pointed tile large cnnvll.'! of W. W. Corcornll, one of the 
most liberal of those who have given large 8u ms to the University. 
'fhe painting was executed at the White Sulphur Springs not a great 
while before l\[r. Corcoran's death.

'Vest Hange, u series of many dormitories Ilnd , originnlly, three 
hotels, lies west of West Lnwn. The centrnl one ot' the old hotels is 
now, and hns been for many yerm, the hllil of the Jeflel'dOn Society. 

Lt seems that the W IIsh ingtoll Society at one lillle held its tuC<!tings 
ill th is j)8.\"ilion which, _"ears nfterll'ard~, became the pcrmnncut home 
of the J ef!: , while lhe Wash. h ilS founded a temple aL the north ell(l 
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of East R ange. I n th is West Runge pavil ion Mons. Ferron' ssucCCi!$()r, 
Signor Penci, n Corsican, taught fe ncing. Penei went to Cubt~ to 

rocul>erntc, a nd d ier! there of collsu mption, nbout 1838. 1n West. 
R ange is the dormitory ( No. \ 3) know n lUl tIle Poe room. lt is one 
of the tradi tions of the U nivcNlity, bocked with some evidence, thflt 
the poet occupied this dormitory duri ng U pllrt of his stay here. ilis 
first room was on West L awn, but n quarrel with his room-mate, Miles 
George, of Richmond, led to his moving to West Range. 

Between the Runge! and the Lawlis lie the gurdon! and pri,-ute

the Rotunda wns begun in the spring of the following .renr, and by 
October its Willis were ready to receive the roof.

The restorntion hM done 
away with two of these and the remaining Olles are now used, one for 
the Schools of Uoral Philosophy and Romance LRuguag<!S, the other 
for the Library attached lo the Luw DeIJnrlment. By far the greater 
part of this building is de\'oted to the genernl Library and perhnps 
there is not nnywhere n nobler library hnll. 

E" cn before it W8iI finishcd two or three D(ltable evcnt.ll took place 
in this building. Therc, 011 Fridny, November 5, 1824, thc citizcns 

of the county of Albemarle ga"c a dinner to 
Lab,yette.

Jefferson took n3 the model of his chief 
building, with some modifieatiolls, the noblest edifice of ancient Rome, 

nnd one which fortunately remnills in the most 
The ModeL perfect presen·ntiou. It is that known in 

Catholic circles as the church Santa Marin 
Rotundn, but better known by its origi nal name, Plllltheon. Mr. 
Jefferson never saw it, for he \\'lUInel'er in Italy. He WI\.!! familar wilh it 
in the drawings of Palladio. . . . . Despite all this [the use of cheaper 
material], Mr. Jeflerson's building WM, in severnl respects, !uperior 
to the original. The lattcr was approached by fh'e steps; Mr, Jefler­
soo's by fourteen, giving an elevation to the handsome portico which 
contributes greatly to its imposing benuty. The Roman portico is oue 
hundred and eight feet by forty.two, with sixteen colulllus thirty·nine 
feet high, and divided into three colonnades. Mr, Jeflerson's portico 
is fifty feet by twenty.eight and II hnlf, with ten columns twenty-eight 
lind a half feet high, and iu fl oor space iii undivided, giving it a much 
lighter and more airy, as well as relatively loftier, aspect. L:u;tly, 
Mr. Jefferson raised the fl oor of tile portico and thus increased the 
height of the cylindrical drum until it Will! equal to its diameter. The

Randolph, disposed of his books to meet the claims of creditors. The 
real lIucleus of the librnry were the book! purchased according to "A 
Catalogue of Books forming the Body of a Library for the Univer­
sity," a manuscript prepared by Mr. Jefferson before the assembling 
of the f:lculty. These volumes probnbly cost the 8um named in the 
Proctor's report of September 30th, 1826, as having been paid on ac­
count of librnry and apparatus, namely, 835,947.38 .

cast its SUcce880r, which W:IS put in place in the Ilutum of 1886, and of 
course, WIlS lost in the fire of 1895, 

The J efferson bell was placed in the Brooks Muscum, where it is 
still to be seell on the left of the entrance. The Board of Visitors 
authorized the Ladies' Aid Society to hnve it us(>d in casti ng a bell 
for the Chupel, but. its historic \'alue Il'lIS realized, and it WIlS bought 
by the late Dr, Towl(!i!, Professor Stone and Dr, Tuttle, with the undcr­
stauding thnt it Wfll!llot to be removed frlllll lhe Uui\'ersity, l>ulalways 
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to be preserved as a relic, and was finnlly presented to the Bonrd of 
Visitors on the l!ftnle L'Qllditiou, 

The Jeficrsoll clock was fllso lost in the fire of 1895, In iig plnce 
is a hnlldsome time !!en'ice presellled h.v the Hou. Jeflerson M. Le\'y, 
of New York, owner of Monticello, ou the 13th <lny of April, 1899, 
the :umi\'ersnryof the birth of the Founder. It oomists of a regulator

Otis A. Glazebrook, a Ladies' Chapel Society WItS f..rllled, and in seven

T his society found It smu ll 
chuI:.e1 funl\ of five or six hundred dullars. which 

was the lIucleus upon which wns built one of 530,000, eollectef\ chiefly 
from IIlumni.

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Schcle Dc Yere delivering tile nddress. 'fhe dedication sermon was 
prenched by the Rcv, :'If r. GlAzebrook in 1889. In addition to the 
830,000 expended on the building, tlte orgnn-room, the gift of Mr. 
Gln1.ebrook, CO$t 81,000, and the orgnll, 1116 gin ch iefly of Kentucky 
alumni, 81,900 more. While lhe nfchilecturc is out of harmony with 
the prcvnilillg orders, considered without relation, the Chapel is a hand­
some nlld impressi\'c church edifice, in the Gothic style with Norman 
arches. It contains memorial window!! in honor of Dr. John A. G.

This building wns d('slI"Oyed by fire in the latc 
fall of 1886, and immctlintcly rebuilt. 

The erection of the hospital was begun April 11th, 1000, in 
order to hu\'e it ready for me the ensu ing session. The pre!ent 
erection is the centrnl administration huilding. three stories in 

height, contain ing reception and consultation 
Tbe Hospital. rooms, offic~, accommodations for internes and 

nurses, etc. l.\unched to it is one of the best 
clinical amphitheatres in this country, with n cOlweniellt lIud well 
lighted operating room adjoining. On eneh sille will be added one 
story wards with spnce lor sixty beds. The plan admits of indefinite 
ex tension. 

The hospitll.l is located in the open spnce east of East Range. The 
architect is Mr. P aul .J. Peiz, of Washington, who is well known ill 
conneclion with the Congressional J~ib ra l'Y, and the style will conform 
to the order of architecture whieh prevlIils here.

the ro.se, the shrubbery and lhe trees which beautify the SJlot &lcred to 
the repose of those who hu\·e yielded to mcre mortality. 

But the rose is not alwll)'s wanting in the Idiers' Cemetery. The 
30111 of May, or some day about that time in spring, is dedicated to 
the memory of tIle fallen, and the people repair to this little cemetery 
nt the foot of MI·. J efferson 10 Iny many a rose re\·erently abo\·e the 
ashes of the soldier deud. And in the center of the ground stands a 
monumellt 10 the heroes of 1861--4).j (8 testimoninl as well to the 
noble women of this community who built it "for remembrnnce" ), an 
heroic figure in bronze, by Buherl, nobly typifying lhe Confederate 
soldier. "Fate" says the inscription, "dcnied thcm victory, bllt 
crowned them with glorious immorlniitr, "

part in student life, and nothing approaching it happens anywhere 
except occllilionally in some wild mining town 

The Cab.thump. on the frontier, where cowboys, "paid off," and, 
with n long period of enforced soberness behind 

them, get blind drunk, tnke thc town in charge and " paint it red," 
to the music of their six·shooters in violent irruption. rn the ctlrly 
yenl'$ of the UniversiLy, whcn di~rder Will! fl"C(l'lent, the cnlathulllp 
was often resorted to ns the ensiest :lnd snfest meuns of annoying pro­
fCSeOrs whose" walk and C/ln\'ersnt ion " displeased. Mnsked students 
paraded tIle grounds, fired their ro\'oh'ers, aud made night hideous to 
those W}IO remnined indOOl1 and dangerous to those who ventured out. 

It was during n calathump that l)rofessor J, A, G, Davis, at the 
time chairman of the (nculty, was killed by a student from whose face 
he had snntched the mo.sk. The shooting occurred about ten o'clock 
011 the night of November 12, 1840, where stands the Inrge muple 
nenr lhe north columll of P!wilion X, Eo.st Lawn, at present the home 
of Professor Lile, 

When life at the University setlled down La :1 steadier existence tIle 
cnlnthum p became n thing of lhe past. It is snid the llU!t one of any 
moment was in 1850, 'fhell Dr. rotes :\Iaupin nddresecd Ihe col· 
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lege mob from the portico of the Rotundu, and it took Il ia ndvice 
reluctantly Ilud dispersed. 

The " Dyke," often spoken of fl8 the Mme, was really a ,'ery 
different thing. The Olle was an exhibition, usually, of bad feeling, 

while the other was n characteristic cbulition 
The Dyh. of undergrndunte spirits and n reigning terror 

to oollegillns who were" addicted to cnlico," 
ns "going to see the girls" was nnd atm is rolled. The practice was 
probably abused 011 some occasions, lind ill the end public sentiment 
],re\'niJed against it. H owever, the puq>Ol!eS of dykers, while not con­
ventionally benc\'o!ent, were not incompat ible with n boisterous good 
humor, and the victim was nc\'cr regarded with less favor, but mther 
more because of the distinction which hud somewhat tho vnlue of 1\ 

IlCll r received by 1\ German stndent in an nfrtlir of honor. The follow­
iug is 1\ trutMul limning of a dykillg sccne:* 

Suddenly the still, crisp atmosphere WnB pierced with n hideous cry. 
Dyke! }~rom tile deep shadows beneath the arches, out of the alleys, 
and, in short, from every conceivable direction surged a crowd of stu­
dents, shouting like mad, blowing tin horns and wllving torches above 
their hends. A cold chill traversed my backbone with lightning 
rapidity, and my first. impulse was to step back into my room, the door 
of which 1 had not yet. closed, but Will and Walter held me firmly by 
the nrm. Will chuckled softly. In an inslnnt the cause of his here­
tofore unaccouutable beha,·ior flaahed upon me. " rith a llervoUl! grin 
and a ghastly eHart at pleasantry I turned my face towards him and 
said, "£I til, B,.uu!" He laughed and clutched 'my nrm more 
securely than ever. 

By this time wns collected before my door a screaming, hallooing, 
laughing mob, more llidcous to n collegiun in a swallow-tail cont than 
the Reign of Terror was to the royal family of Fnmce. There W88 

nothing left for me to do hut literally g rin and endure it. Closely 
pinioned, a half dozen torch-bearers circling aronnd me, the rest of the 
crowd gathered behind me, I WnB borne oft· along the centre of the 
lawn at a bris.k trot. The torch-benrers went before, the players ou 
illstruments followed after; in the midst were the dykers playing with 
coni scuttles. AIld oh! those horns. The vC!ry bull of Baslmn would

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have fled ignominionsly before them. On we went, our ranks swelling 
every moment. J wns marched to the Rotunda step5j six torch-bearers 
took their places in Il line 011 either side of mej a double line of torch­
bearers formed from the porch to the foot of the steps. The muscles 
about my mouth were attacked with a twitching that wns exceedingly 
u1Ipleas3nt, not to say embarrassing. The order was givcn for silence 
and the removal of hats, and Walter, in n steutorillll voiee, nnnoullced 
me as the orntor of the evening. 

Witll a aickening sensation about my chest, I Wilde au eRort to speak,

which only resulted in n grellt gulp. The din of horns, yells Illld coni 
scuttles, acoompanied by a waving of torches which followed this at­
tempt, gave me a moment's respite; and at the next pause I was Ilble 
to articulnte, "Gcntlemcn-" Again the denfening chorus aroee. 
" It giVe!! me great plcftSure--" The loud and oontiuued applause 
that cnaucd deprived me of the Inst "eslige of self-posses!!ioll, lind I 
was only Iialf-conscious of being rushed down Ihe slcp5, along the 
arcades and being 8110,'ed pcll.mell inlo the fronL door of the fair semlcr 
of my "iolet-scented, crcam-tinted lIote. 

1 n tIle hall J CIlOOllntcred "pnpn find mama," who oondoled with 
me upon my somewhat bedraggled condi tion, and the lutter treated my 
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opem hal, of which J had latcly been SO proud, to all application of 
the clothes-brush. With such assistance J was able to pl"e@C!nt a genteel 
Rppearnnce l'I'hen my fair partner cntered the room.
