Specificniion—In this, that Captain Henry Inman, Assistant Quarter- 
master, U. S. Army, a eomniissiiuied otKcer in the niihtary service of the 
United States, haviiiii; been caUed as a witness before a legally constituted 
Court of Inquiry, convened for the purpose of investigating alleged frauds 
and irregularities in the Quartermaster's Department at the Posts of Forts 
Dodge, Harker and Larned. Kansas, and duly sworn according to law, by 
1st Lieut. Mason Carter, 5th Infantry, duly apjiointed Recorder of said 
Court of Inquiry, and legally qualified as such to administer oaths, did, 
when the following interrogatories were put to him, make thereto the an- 
swers following, to-wit: 

(Question. —'' When you relieved Colonel Bradley did he (Colonel Bradley) 
turn over to you a pair of black horses, or not?" 

Answer. —"He made me a present of a pair of black horses."

accepted them; I accepted them in good faith as private horses."

overlooked, or ignored, by the Conrt: The receipt, admitted to be genuine, 
of which the following is a copy, is certainly conclusive as to the fact that 
there was a doubt in the mind of Captain Inman at the time as to the 

ownership of these horses:

■'Eeceived, Fort Marker, Kansas, October IHth, 18()7, of Captain G. W. 
Bradley, A. Q. M., two (2) black horses, the same having been received 
from Levi Wilson, Q. M. Superintendent Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, and 
it is not known whether they are Oovernnient animals or not. 

"HENEY INMAN, 
'' Captain and A. Q. M., 

"Brevet Major IT. S. A." 

Yet, notwithstanding the fact that he must have been in almost daily 
correspondence with the Dei^ot Quartermaster at Fort Leavenworth, there 

is offered no evidence in explanation of the act of appropriating these 
horses to his own use without further inquiry, or that any steps were 

taken to solve the question of ownership or ascertain whether the horses 
were the property of the United States or not.    In the face of this receipt, 
witli no further examination of the facts, Captain Inman took possession 
of these horses as his own private properly, and used and sold them as 
such.    His position as Assistant Qiiartermaster devolved on him additional 
obligation to guard and protect the interests of the Government, —his 

official 250sition making him  peculiarly the custodian of this kind of 

public property.    The findings of the Court to the 2d and oth charges, 
and their specifications, are even more surprising.    It is proved beyond 
a doubt that Captain Inman, when examined under oath before the Court 
of Inquiry, of whicli Major George Gibson, 5th Lifantry, was President, 
gave the answers to the questions as charged in the specifications to the 
2d and 5th charges.    It will be observed that he does not say in his said 

answers that he became satisfied that the horses were private property or 

that he had been informed that they were private horses, but he says that 
Captain Bradley presented him with these horses, and that he received 
them in good faiih as private horses.    His answers pretend to convey his 
feelings at the time he received the horses—the very time he gave the 
receipt for them to Captain Bradley, in which he states that it was not 
known whether the horses were private or public.    If they were private 
horses,  and Captain Inman so received them, why was the receipt to 

Captain Bradley given ?    Captain Bradley, the only witness called on this 

point, explains it fully.    He testifies positively that the horses had been 

sent to him by the Depot Quartermaster at Fort Leavenworth with a view 
to purchase; that he did not present them to Captain Inman, but, on   j 
being relieved, he turned them over to him.    The testimony of Mr. Levi 
Wilson, General Superintendent Quartermaster's Depot Fort Leavenworth,   ' 
shows that under instructions from the Depot Quartermaster he sent the 
horses to Captain Bradley, and that they were public horses.    On this 
testimony, under the charges and specifications. Captain Inman is honor-   \ 



ably acquitted by the Court. It would be easy to point out uumerous 

discrepancies between the testimony and the iindings entirely irrecon- 

cilable with any purpose to harmonize the two, but the Reviewing Officer 
considers it useless. The findings and acquittal are disapproved. Captain 
Inman is relensed from aiTest, and will report by letter to the Adjutant 
General of the Army.

The action of the Court in overruling the plea of the accused in bar of 
trial on the grounds that he was subject to indictment and trial in the 

civil courts, was correct.    In this case the accused committed an offense 



against both the civil aud the military laws, and is liable to both. His 
trial, therefore, by a court martial for the military offense can be no bar 
to proceedings against him in the civil courts on either a criminal prose- 
cution or a civil action by the parties injured, for damages. The punish- 
ment imposed by the Court is a very light one considering the character 
of the offense. It is hoped, however, that it will serve as a lesson to 
Lieut. Fitch; he should learn that cruel and inhuman treatment of men 
placed under his charge is calculated to inspire neither respect nor obe- 
dience from his inferiors, or confidence and esteem from his fellow oflB- 
cers. The sentence, although inadequate, is confirmed and will be duly 
executed.

It was thou that Colonel Davidson came up and conducted the accused to 
his quarters. While the conduct of the accused is reprehensible, and 
calls for censure, yet the circumstances, as shown m the testimony before 
the Court, are of such a character as to excuse, in a great measure, his 

excitement, and so far to modify the military offense as to render the 

sentence entirely disproportionate. The sentence is disapproved. Lieut

"The record of proceedings of the General Court Martial of 

which you are Judge Advocate, in the case of 1st Lieut. John W. Eckles, 

loth Regiment of U. S. Infantry, is hereKV'ith returned. 
'•The Commanding General directs that the Court reconvene and 

reconsider its action in this case. It is incomprehensible to the Com- 
manding General, how a Court composed of intelligent oiScers, conlil 

an-ive at the conclusion recorded in tiie tindiugs in this c;ise. The eM- 
dence so clearly and unmistakably establishes grave irregularities, if not 

criminal misapplication of public property, on tlie part of the accusen, as 

to relieve the Court from any further responsibility than to reaffirm in '^s 
findings the self-accusation of the accused in his final statement before 
the Clourt. In regard to the disposition of the thirty days' rations to Hiint, 
he says: "There is no evidence to show that the thirty days' rations were 

anything more than a gift to a destitute citizen," &c. This version of the 
transaction, improbable in itself, is, if true, an admission, in fact, of e 

charge.    It was no less an offense under the law, for the accused to have 
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"iven the rations to the man Hunt, than to have sold them to him for a 
consideration.    The Government had not appointed tlie accused as a dis- 
penser of its charities.    The assumption of the accused that because the 
Government extends to officers of the army the privilege of purchasing 

for their own use subsistence stores at their actual cost, without expense 
of transportation, that that vests in the officer actual ownership in its 
creneral sense, in the rations recpiirod by him, cannot properly be sus- 
tained by the Court.    Such a loose and unwarranted construction of the 
law would be most pernicious in its results; its tendency would be to 
divert the energies of officers from their legitimate duties into the field of 
speculation—for if the officer has a right to give them away in this whole- 
sale manner, he has the- same right to sell them.    The cost of transporting 
supplies to New Mexico from the eastern markets is very great, exceeding 
iu some cases, the original  cost of the article.    The Government, with 

enlightened liberality, farnishos these supplies to its officers, for their use, 
at prime cost, that the expense of living at remote stations, where such 

supplies are sold at high prices, may liot bo excessive.    To take improper 
advantage of such generous provision on the part of the Government lor 
its officers, and use such a privilege for the purpose of private speculation 
and gain, or improper gratification, exhibits a moral drgfueracy, which no 
ntfieer of the aviny should hesitat;^ to use his utmost endeavors to correct. 
The order of Lieut. Eckles to the Acting Commissaiy of Subsistence certi- 
fies tliat these rations were for his "own use, ' a manifest untruth accord- 
ing to his own statement, so that the accused is condemned out of his 
own mouth.    But the admission of the accused that be gave these rations 
to Hunt iu charity, is positively contradicted by the witness Hunt him- 
self, who testifies that the accused gave him one hundred dollars and thirty 

days rations for the mining claim.    It certainly requires more than the 
mere denial of the accused to neutralize this evidence, so perfectly con- 

sistent with the surrounding circumstances of the case.    The accused 

assumes that the evidence establishes that he purchased the mining claim 
from Hunt for one hundred dollars, and that he paid Hunt the hundred 

dollars, and then, as lif (Hunt; was in destitute circumstances, he presented 

liim with thirty days' rations.    Hunt destitute of provisions in a country 
where they are abundant, with the hundred dollars which the accused 
liad just pp.id him, in his pocket!    Could a more absurd proposition be 

presented to a Court?    That the accused paid the Government for the 
rations, is no justification for his action; the rations are furnished for 
^ specific purpose,   and to apply them to  any  other  purpose without 
authority for so doing,  is a misapplication of them.     The  facts  that 
Hunt lived iu th(^ vicinity of the post, and that the rations furnished him 
\^ere definite, both as to amount and kind, and that amount far exceeding 
the present necessities of the recipient, in the strongest jjossible manner 
negatives the proposition that they were given in charity.    It is hoped 
'hut the members of the Court in reconsidering their action in this case, 
will give it their most earnest consideration in view of all its facts, as

developed in the evidence, and that their tinal eoncdusious may be con- 
sistent therewith, and in the interests of jiistice and honor in the arniv.

The Court havmg reconsidered its action in this case, it adheres 
thereto, and gives as a reason the following: 

" In reivffirming its verdict upon the charge and specification referred 
to in the communication of the Department Judge Advocate, the Court 
would respectfully ;suV)nut that the evidence of the principal witness upon 
that point, though not impeached, was of such a character, and was given 

in such a manner a-, to materially lessen its weight with the Couit. That 
with all due respect to the remarks of the Judge Advocate that "the Gov- 
ernment had not constituted Lieut. Eckles the dispenser of its charities," 
it is now, and has always been, the practice at "frontier posts," to furnish 
Government rations to destitute citizens; and while it is admitted that 
the issue was irregular in manner and amount, the Court does not con- 
sider the irregularity sufficiently grave to constitute a violation of the 

36th Article of War, unless accompanied by positive proof that the rations 
were furnished from motives of personal gain." 

In the case of 1st Lieut. John W. Eckles, 15th Regiment of U. S. In- 
fantry, the proceedings are approved. The findings to the 1st charge, and 
specifications thereto, are approved. The findings to the 2d charge aud 
its specification, and acquittal, are disapproved. The lleviewing Officer 
deems it unnecessary to make further comment on the action of the Court 
than to refer to its stated reasons for adhering to its former opinions. The 
Court honorably acquits the accused because the evidence, in the opiniou 
of the Court, does not conclusively establish that the accused furnished 
these rations from motives of personal gain; and also, for the reason that 
it is a custom (this is not proven, but is assumed by the Court,) at frontier 
posts to supply destitute citizens with Government rations. Such custom 
could in no sense apply to this case. The method of supplying destitute 
citizens with Government rations is definitely prescribed by orders from 
the War Department, and the authority vested in "Commanding Officers' 
only, and in no instance to subordinate officers. The Court states that 
the issue was irregirlar "in mauner and amount," yet it honorably acquits 

the accused. 
Lieut. Eckletj will resume his sword and return to duty.
