Nearly a hundred manuscripts of Murray’s lectures, articles, and notes may have been
deposited by his wife, Martha Neilson Murray, at the request of the Librarian, circa 1915. Hamilton
Fish Armstrong, editor of Foreign Affairs and a cousin of Mrs. Murray, gave additional material in
1946.

The collection contains notes on education, government, history, art,
social conditions, and ethnology in Japan made while Murray was superintending the educational
reform of the country. It also contains addresses and scholarly papers based on the notes; letters
written from Japan by David or his wife, Martha A. Nielson Murray, to relatives in the United States;
and addresses and papers on education in the United States, Indian wampum, lotteries, and other
subjects.
