Included are drafts and galley
proofs of The Letters of Robert Frost to Louis Untermeyer (1963). Also included are articles,
pamphlets, and books of Frost's work and autographed photographs together with correspondence,
clippings, and other printed matter concerning Frost that were collected by Untermeyer.
