One of the thousands of DeHaviland Four ‘planes now being turned out in the United States on the quantity production basis.
The DeHaviland Four is a British two-seater, known as a gener al utility type; that is to say, it can be employed for recon-
noissance, photographic work, daylight bombing, artillery spotting and general signalling and liaison between advancing and
rear units of an army. As a type, therefore, it is not a fighter, Its armament—fixed machine guns in front aimed by bringing the
entire ‘plane to bear on the target, and adjustable machine gun s at the rear—is really defensive. The speed and climbing quali-
ties of this machine are not sufficient to enable it to combat th e single-seaters. That work is left to Allied single-seaters or
scouls.
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Above the rear or observer-gunner’s cockpit of the DeHaviland Four is a revolving and adjustable gun mounting for the rear machine guns, as
shown in this view. The gunner can readily swing his guns in almost any direction, lock the revolving ring, and then elevate his machine guns
so as to bring them to bear on the target. This type of gun mounting is now standard for all the two-seater ‘planes employed by both the
Germans and the Allied air fleets; in fact, it originated with the ‘enemy, but was adopted and improved upon by the Allies.

This is the business end of our DeHaviland Four—a powerful 12-cylindered, water-cooled Liberty motor which drives a
large tractor screw or so-called propeller. Our DeHaviland Four is said to be a speedier and better climber than the
corresponding British ‘planes equipped with the Rolls-Royce engine of less horsepower. - The Liberty motor and the
DeHaviland Four make an ideal combination, whereas the Liberty motor and' the Bristol two-seater (also a British type)
worked out so poorly that the production was soon abandoned in this country. ?
