The officers of one balloon squadron,
already materially represented by the
enlisted men, requested one orphancd
child of France to father for a year,
and a bajloon company seni in 3,000
francs lor six. Yep, six—and it's a

record. In fact, the nervy a nt;
of the sausages, by their JJiberal adop-
tions this wecek, broke two records.
First, they take all honors for the
largest number of child mascots adopted
by a single unit of the size of a com-
pany, squadron, detachment and the
like. A few Infantry companies and
aero squadrons are {athering five or-
phans, but the — Balloon Company, for-
merly Company — Balloon Squadron,
of AP.O. 411, the first to take six.
And, as the strengih of a balloon ecom-
pany is much less than that of a com-
pany of Infantry, for instance, the indi-
vidual contribution was proportionately
heavy. It was equivalent to a good
day's pay in the U.8.A, avant Ia guerre
and several days’ pay in the Army.
Second, the balloom service as a
whole, by virtue of this week's adop-
tion, leads all the oihier main branches
of the AE.F. in the number of children
a;lppted in proportien to its member-
ship.

Supporting 26 Children

The roll of STARS AND STRIPES
parrains contains the names of 26-chil
dren who will be supported for a year
by the balloon men.

“There isn't anybedy named Rocke-
feller or Carnegic or Morgan on our
rolls who mighi have played the angel,”
wrote the spokesman for the halloon
company., “The deul has been financed
by nobody excepl a crowd of average
[{which means, of course, high class]
ayc—ce—cffers, but just ihe same we
gef the record for the aye—ee-—eff.

“We're not at all fussy aboui the
ages, names or color of ihe six adopted
children. The only specifications we
make are ihat they shall be split 50-50
—three boys and three girls—and that
their names shan't be too diflicult, he-
cause we have as mascots now two di-
minutive French foxes captured some-
‘where in the wilds of the S.0.8. and
they are going to be honored by being
named after two of our youngsters. Of
course, we¢ can’t name a fox Laucille
Cecilia Madeleine or Gaston Claude St.
Cyr. Something short and snappy is
what we want.”-

Outside of the activities of the air-
men, it was a quiet week for the or-
phans—numerically at least. The adop-
tions numbered 14, which ran the total
of the AEF. family of mascots up to
370. But there were a couple of adop-
tions out of the ordinary.

On tho Eve of Batlle

“Enclosed,” said Company A, — En-
gincers, in a brief, penciled note, “is
1,000 francs for the care of two French
orphans. This is being sent just on the
eve of our.entrance into batile; we will
write morg in deiail later.”

Anpother fortunate little child gained
a very distinguished godfather. He was
given the Croix de Guerre for herole
work in an American ambulance unit
at Verdun, and he won the D.S.C. a few
weeks ago when, although wounded
when a shell wrecked his ambulance,
and later gassed, he refused io stop his
wark of succoring ithe wounded. He
was in the hospital and received the
decoration a few days ago and, just to
chserve the oeccasion, contributed 3500
francs fér an orphan.

“Credit it t0 my mother,” he instruct-
ed, and list it as ‘Pawhuska, Okla’
That’s where she lives. And don't use
my name.”

HOW T0 ADOPT AN ORPHAN

A company, detachment, or group
of the AF.F., agrees to adopt a
child for a year, contributing 500
fruncs ($87.72) for its support. The
children will be either orphans, the
children of French soldiers so seri-
ously crippled that they cannot
work, or refugees from the invaded
distrxcts, as specified by the adopt-
ing units.

The money will be sent to THE
STARS AND STRIPES to be
turned over to a special committee
of the American Red Cross for dis-
bursement. At least 250 francs will
be paid uwpon adoption and the re-
mainder within four months there
after,

Photographs and the history of
each child will be sent to its adopt-
ing unii, which will be notified of
the child’s whereabouts and advised
monthly of iis progress. The Red
Cross will determine the disposal of
the child. It will be maintained in
a French family or sent to a trade
or agriculiural school.

No rostrictions are placed upon
the methods by which money may
be raised. Donations and communi-

The liltle lost doughboy, a National
Army soldier seal to an Infaniry com-
pany as a replacement, somehow stray-
ed into anoiher company, went over the
top with them, bavoncited two Ger-
mans, and then wouldn't allow himself
to be consoled because he hadn’t bayo-
netted them the way he had been
taught.

‘The Commander-in-Chief docsn’t seem
to care about tbe mecthod, however, in
ihis particular . instance, as Private
Hill’s citation awarding him the Cross
testifies:

“Having recently been assigned to
the regiment and hearing order for
kcounter-attack being given in adjoining
dclachment, he joined the latter and
himself killed two of the encmy with
his bayonet.”
