“GEHEN SIE” AND THEY DID

Sharp Command in Pure Prussian
Sends Dutiful Boches on
Wrong Scent

This is the story of Corporal Kaler of
Company M.
. here may have been some suspicion
of Liim at first because he was born and
rmised in Germany. Some doubts may
have lurked in certain minds in the com-
puny even after he was made 2 corporal
for his excellent work under actual
battle conditions, But ull doubts were
dispeiled forever when he jumped into
the fight south of the Vesle and came out
of it aceredited with six Germans—two
killed and four taken prisoner. JAnd his
folks had named him after the Kaiser.

He wus named Wilhelm when he first
saw the light of day in Munich 23 yeurs
ago. But he grew up a Socialist, dis-
trusting the German government in gen-
eral and the Urown Prince in particular.

That is why, smelling the battle from
afar, he cried “Ha! Ha!” and deserted
from the German navy shortly before
the war broke out, at & time when his
ship happened te be in Xloboken. There-
fore, while his three brothers were sery-
ing in the German army, he was out of
reach in Grand Rapids, BMich,

Handy Man in Regiment

Then came  time when America de-
cided to enter the war. So did Wilhelm
—tlie very next day. .

1Iis knowledge of German made him a
handy mau ebout the regiment when it
was ordered into the line, but it was not
as an interpreter that this Knowledge
served him in good stead during the
savage, free-for-ull, wide open warfare
which marked the passage of Company
M from the Ourcq to the Vesle. He used
it to bufife and bewilder the Boches by
more than one order roared out gut-
turaliy in the dark.

QOuce, when Kaler and purt of a pla-
feon were ahinost marooned as an outpost
that had overreached itself, he could
hear o column of Germans f{iling along
the edge of their woods with evident
intent to surround them. The Gerisan
order was straight ahead, and from
where Kaler and bis pals lay quaking in
ihe underbrush, they could see an cnd-
less succession of gray legs trotting by.

Again when, from his vantage point
on the edge of the woods, the corporal
saw four German prisoners break away
from an American who was trying io
bring them in e called out aeross the
field ; -

“Kommen gic voriiber.”

The escaping four stopped dead in
their tracks, wheeled and hustled docile-
Iy over to the spot whence the voice had
issued, and a moment later Kaler had
them covered and started for the rear.
Those were his four prisoners.

Another Boche he killed with his rifle
and another died at the end of Kuler's
buayonet. In spure moments between such
fasks, he harangued the prisoners  on
their sin of working for the Kaiser. But
how could they help themselves, they
asked plaintively.

“Why, that's easy, come amd
with us,” said Wilhelm the Second.

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SANITARY CORPS TO HELP

Laboratory Examination and Fil-
tration Provided for—Quality
to Be Indicated

To safeguard the health of the ALE
2 water supply service has been organ-
ized as a branch of the Eagineer De-
pariment. It consisis of cerfain oflicers
and speeial engineer troops experienced
in water supply work, including exanf
iuations, design and construction.

For each army the sorvice will con-
sist of Army Ehgineer troops not to ex-
ceed one regimental headquarters and
six companies. ‘This organization will in-
vestigate the water resources in the
rogion where the army is operating,
concern itself with ihe further devel-
cpment of water supply, and construct
and operate such works as may be ne-
cessary Lo make water, available at
“water points.”

This will include, also, the providing
of conveniences for the watering of ani-
mals, filling water carts and water tank
trains, buckets, canteens and other con-
tainers.

Assistant to Chief Engincer

The commander of the army's waler
supply regiment will normally be the
waler supply officer ‘of that army, serv-
ing as assistant to the army’s chief en-
gineer, under whose direction he will
direct laboratory and sanifary inspee-
tions peeded fo determine whether or
not water is drinkable, and to prevent
contamination of pure sources.
