PREMIUM CHANGES
FIGURED ON JULY 1

War Risk Regulation Alters
Present Computation:
from Birthday

The monthly premium mte on War

isk insurance policies will hereafter
change on July 1 for every poliey hold-
or, instead of on-his birthday, as pre-
vicusgly. This means that no changes
will be made in the premium rate for
any one in thé AT until July 1,
1919,

Thus, if a soldit:r took out a policy
for $10,000 at the age of 27, his birth-
day being May 25, and his monthly
premium $6.70, he will not begin to pay
a mouthly premium .of $6.80 until
July 1, 19187 Under the former ruling
he vsould have to poy $6.80 beginning
with the premfum deducuon fromy bis
May, 1019, pay.

In cases where; the inburance has be-
come effective since” July 1, 1018, the
premivm change will come Into opera.
tion July 1, 1920; not July I, 1919,

| n' MUST BE LA UGHING GAS

WHEN THE BIG TANKS GO0 OVER

When the future dissipates the sheen
of anonyniity which shrouds many inci-
dents of today, the annals of the Ameri-
can Tanks Corps will supply their share
of thriliers for the history ot this war.
‘Something 18’ known of the exploits of
the American small tanks in the crush-
ing ‘of the St. Mikiel salient and the
desperate fighting in the Argonne, Less
hag been heard of the American-manned
beavy tanks.

‘American-manned heavies—of British
design and manufacture—are operating,
however, and have already won their
spurs. They were with the American
troops with the British Army in Picardy
and have been in -action several times in
the last month. They forged ahead with
the Infantry in' the historic assault
which broke the Hindenburg line.

As we compute things in this war,
they were few in numbers. But, in their
debut into European warfare, the Ameri-
cans worked beside and held their own
with veteran British tank men, and won
the latters’ praise and commendation.

The Bellicourt region was the only
qtretch ‘of fromt in Picardy where the
Hindenburg line did not have the pro-
tection of water frontage. Being- the
only vulnerable sector to attack by
tanks, the Boche had massed antl-tank
weapons there without stint. If it bad
been possible for the Germans to step
tanks, they would have stopped them
there.

The British officers didn’t make any
bones abont these facts when. they gave
the American tank crews their instruc-
tions.

“It's gomg to be a hot fight” the
Yanks were told, “but you'll get
through.”

The prediction was right. The fight-
ing was hot, and the Yanks got thrg\gh.
Thelr losses were not heavy.
considering the preparations of the her-
mans and their determination to cling
io the Hindenburg line, they were sur-
prisingly light both in tanks and men.
The figures are regarded as evidence of
the wonderful offensive value of the tank
in general and a testimonial to the abil-
ity of the Americans that manned them,

Oné of the most notable feats of the
heavies was performed by a tank conn
manded by a lieutenant which, unat-
tended by Infantry, broke through the
Hmden‘mmg line, passed two more sup-
port lines important emough to have a
name of their own on the Bochic war
map, erossed a small river and wound up
in a village which was then being util-
ized as a German reserve camp.

On the way the Germans tried every
way they could to stop the monster, but
it was unharmed when it gained the vil-
lnr.,e and opened up on the reserves with
six povnders and all its machine guns.
The Germans disappeared in all’ diree-
tions, Then the Boche artillery scored
three direct hits on the tank.

A direet hit on the tank is usually not
s0 bad on the occupunts as it sounds.
Tiven a big shell rarely causes casualties
to more ihan a few of -the crew. .In
this instance four men escaped-{from the
tank, and two of them, the leutenant
and i sergeant, rejoined their command
after being listed as missing two days.
They had crawled back through the
Boche lines,

The tanks usually line up and start
trom a tape very much like foot racers
at a track meet. The tape is laid by
reconnaissance men. It is usually a lt-
tle distance behind the front line.

On one occasion, so it seemed {0 the
tank men, it wasn't very far behind the
front line, however. On the other hand
it seemed to be in front of it. The tanks
got under way all right, but they had
gone only a few yardsgwhen they found
themselves in the thick of it with Ger-
mwan machine gun nestg on.all ﬁxdes,

“The man that l'ud that tape,”" ob-
served the mergeant, “was the greatest
optimist 1 ever saw.” . .

The-noise of the engines drowns the
noise of battle in the heavies. The op-
erators are not ¢ven anmoyed by the
sound of their own inachine guns of six
pounders. Also, odors in a tank from
gasoline, engine ofl, beated metal, de-
parting six-pound shells, and so forth,
It takes a Kkeen nose to de-
tect the presence of zas.

A tapk crew's activity i mnot. neces-
sarily terminated if their ship is put ont
of commission, as was proved se\eral
times.

One sergeant got ont of a disabled
tank, too command of an Infantry pla-
toon, and feught for two days. The
crew of a second tank, “when their un-

‘natural means of locomotion went out of.

commission, detached their machine
guns and went forward as an !mpro«
vised machine gun squad.
- On another occasion a British omcer,
seeing an Amerlcan tank stalled, askKed
for two volunteers to replace two Britisk
machine. gunners who had been wound-
ed. Fverybody volunteered, but the
British officer would take only two.

“Where the devil are those Boches?”
he demanded. “They must be moving
out by train.”

* Although the tank men ure proud of
their prowess and the crews toss fre-
quent bouquets to each other, they are
enthusiastic admirers of the Infaptry
which battled =at thelr side through
many weary miles. Anybody who says
anything about an American doughboy
has got a tank man to fight. -

1t is about the same the other way,
too. The tank man and the Infantry-
man are buddies,

" There is one Infantry officer of whom
the tank operators talk often. During
an attack the advance had.been held up
by a group of Boche machine gun nests
particularly well emplaced. The In-
fantry could mot dislodge them. The
lieutenant had been painfully wounded
trying, but he refused to go to the rear.

Instead, he limped through the woods

American tanks. He got them togéther,
lined them up and pointed out the Ger-
mans. Together the tanks rushed the
positions and broke through.

The licutenant waifed until he saw
the Boche give way., Then he fainted
and was carried off the field.
