Lots of Fresh Air in Sleeping

On account of the coming winter, the
constant arrival of troops and the preva.
lence of the Spanish fiu throughout
Turope, G.11.Q., A.E.F., in Bulletin No.
81 issues explieit instructions for ihe
avoidance of the so-called respiratory
diseases, which usually increase with
the advent of cold weather and crowded
living conditions. g

The diseases which the bulletin's in-
structions are partienlarly aimed against
are diphtheria, scarlet fever, meningitis,
measles, tonsilitis, common colds, bron-
chitis, pneumonia and influenza, all of
them transmissible by the secretions of
the nose, throat and mouth, or from the
breathing apparatus of the sick to that
of the sound.
