Guards Sing America’s Praises on

“ “The war ig over. You're {ree. - Amer-
iea I5 fine, and we're all goiug there
after the war.”

Bo spoke the German guards in Co-
logne as, ‘the day following the -signing
of the armistice, they released three
Amerjcan soldiers, prisoners of war sinee
Jast April. These Yanks are now at St
Naznire awaiting a bout home,

About  séven days before fighting
ceinsed, the talk of unrest that had been
heard eame to n head, they asserted, and
the soldiers guarding the American pris-
oners cut off their steaps of rank and
tied red bands on_ their arms. Accord-
ing to the ex-captives—Ivt, W, L, Quinn,
.Company B, 102nd Machine Gun DBat-
talion, I'vt. & I. Torok, Company D,
302nd - Infantry, and Private Lewis
Becker, it was the civilians in Germany
who first started the rcvolution.

“They worked hard all day," suid
Quinn, referring to the citizens of Co-
logne, “and held their agitation meet-
ivgs ot might. In the wildest days just
before the war ended, when German of-
ficers were shot dead on the s
not aflilisting with the socin
people continued to work steadiiy,
wis the worlk negle :

“As soon as it was over, however, lhm
went mad. COrowds of civilinns marched
singing througl the streets. Ther were
afrald to go very far, for a while, be-
cause of the soldiers. The army was still
with the government, although wmany
soldiers on furlough fergol to go back
and went around agitating.

“Then the navy sided with thoe-eivil-
ians apd the sailors won the soldiers
over, The troops began to desert on the
line and camie back in dro through
Cologne, singing revolutionary soungs.

Officers who refused to back the
revolution were killed on the spot.”

The Cologne people, said Quinn, are
rendy to kill the Kaiser and woulfd do
so without compunetion if he ever ¢ame
neur the town.
